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IMPROVING STUDENTS’ MOTIVATION OF

THE ACCOUNTING EXPERTISE PROGRAM FOR PARTICIPATING

IN THE ENGLISH DAY PROGRAM OF SMK N 1 PEDAN

ABSTRACT

The aim of this study is to improve the students’ motivation of the accounting
expertise program for participating in the English Day program of SMK N 1 Pedan.
This study is an action research study and it was conducted in SMK N 1 Pedan.

The data of the study were in the form of qualitative data that were obtained
from various sources such as observation, field notes, interviews, questionnaire,
video recordings, photographs, and logs. The research procedures applied in this
study were adapted from the model proposed by Kemis and Mc Taggart. They
consist of reconnaissance, planning, action, observation and reflection.

There were three actions done in this study. In the first action the researcher
conducted an English course for grade X students of the accounting expertise
program. For the second action, the researcher conducted an English training for the
non-English teachers of the school and for the final action, the researcher together
with the research members implemented the new version of the English Day program
that were completed with the rule and the monitoring system of the program.

The result of the study shows that conducting an English course for grade X
students of the accounting expertise program was effective in equipping or preparing
the students to function better in the English Day program. It also motivated the
students to use English communicatively. Next, the result shows that conducting an
English training for the non-English teachers was effective in preparing the teachers
to also function better in the English Day program. They became more confident to
use English in the classroom than before. Finally, the result also shows that the
English Day program ran by the researcher and the research members that was
completed with clear rule and monitoring system could run better than what the
school had before. The existence of the clear rule and monitoring system were
effective in motivating the research members, especially the students to participate
more actively in the program.
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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

A. Background of the Problem

Nowadays, many people are aware of the importance of English in the

daily life. This is because English is no longer the language of a certain area. It is

an international language that is used to communicate to almost all people all over

the world. This consideration, then, brings some effects toward the societies’ view

on the study of language. Now, language learning is no longer seen as a building

block process because language is primarily spoken. Today, the main goal of

language learning is to enable the language learners to use that target language

communicatively or to enable them to communicate in that target language. This

consideration is also strengthened by the fact that the world is now entering the

globalization era where many people from all over the world come to a certain

country, like Indonesia and they try to get a better life by, perhaps, becoming

traders, business owners, employers or even teachers in this country. Then, the

question is “what will happen to Indonesian citizens’ life if they cannot compete

with those foreign people?” Of course, they may lose their existence and even

they will become a servant in their own house.

For these reasons, many Indonesian people, especially the government and

education institutions are now trying to find the best way to teach and learn

English in order that the students can use and master it not only in written forms

but mainly in oral or spoken forms. So, in the future they can compete with other
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people from all over the world and they can survive in such modern and

complicated era. One of the education institutions that tries to bring this dream

into reality is SMK N 1 Pedan.

SMK N 1 Pedan is a national vocational school that takes business and

management as its major programs. As a business and management school, most

of the members of this school (especially its teachers) realize that English is very

important and needed in this modern era. Moreover, one of the expertise programs

of this school, that is, the Accounting Expertise Program had ever been nominated

as an international standard program some years ago. At that time, all of the

teachers and the students of the accounting expertise program were highly

motivated to improve their English ability. So, they could win the international

standard nomination. This awareness was proven by their willingness in creating

an international environment by conducting an English Day program in which all

members of the school had to communicate using English on a certain day (in this

case every Thursday) of the week. By conducting this program it was expected

that all members of the school became more familiar with English and they could

improve their English ability through it.

Unfortunately, this program had not run as what everybody hoped. Not all

members of the school used English on that day, even the Accounting Expertise

Program that was nominated as an international standard program. As the time

goes by, this program got stuck since the majority of the school members did not

use English anymore. This problem was of course caused by many things. For
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example, there was no enough preparation done before implementing the English

Day program. The school members were not well equipped with sufficient

knowledge on how to communicate in English. Next, there was no enough

motivation for the members of the school to use English for there was no strong

rule that obliged and motivated them to do so. The students or teachers who did

not use English on Thursday were kept free or unpunished. This situation made

them behave as freely as they wanted. It seemed that this program was out of the

right track and did not improve; only a small number of them who still paid

attention to this program. For this reason, the researcher sees that it is a must for

her to do some actions to help this program run more effectively and lively,

especially for the Accounting Expertise Program by conducting a study on it, so

that it can achieve the expected goals and importantly, all members of the school

feel that this program is enjoyable and beneficial.

B. Identification of the Problem

After having some interviews with some members of the school,

distributing questionnaires, and conducting direct observation in the field, the

identified problems of this study are as follows: First, the students and the

teachers are not well equipped with sufficient English speaking skills. So, they

often felt confused on what to say and how to say what they wanted to say in

English. Next, the school members, especially the students, have low motivation

for participating in the English Day program conducted in this school. Third, there

is no strong rule that forces the school members to use English. So, the teachers
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and students who do not use English on the English day were kept free without

any warning or punishment given to them as the consequences. Next, the program

is not well organized or managed. It is proven by the absence of intensive

monitoring during the implementation of the program. Fifth, some of the English

teachers still use Indonesian and even Javanese language as their medium of

instruction in the teaching learning processes.

C. Limitation of the Problem

Since it was difficult for the researcher to solve all of the field problems.

She and the school’s members (i.e. the vice-headmaster and the English teacher)

had agreed to focus the study on how to improve the students’ motivation of the

accounting expertise program for participating in the English Day program of this

school.

D. Formulation of the problem

Based on the background of the problem above as well as the

identification of the problem, the research problem is formulated as follows:

 What are the appropriate and acceptable actions to be implemented to improve

the students’ motivation of the Accounting Expertise Program for participating

in the English Day program of SMK N 1 Pedan?
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E. Objective of the Study

The objective of this study is to improve the students’ motivation of the

Accounting Expertise Program for participating in the English Day program of

SMK N 1 Pedan.

F. Significance of the Study

Some expected advantages that can be taken from this study are:

1. For the writer

The writer will be trained to make a scientific writing in the form of a thesis.

Then, she will also learn a lot about strategies in language learning that in the

future will be beneficial and useful for her.

2. For SMK N 1 Pedan

a. This study helps the school to be more successful in conducting English

Day program, so it can achieve the expected goals.

b. This study facilitates the school and its members to improve their English

proficiency.

c. This study motivates the school’s members to use English communicatively

in the school environment.

d. This study helps the school to compete with other vocational schools in

Indonesia and even in international level.
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e. This study helps the school to promote itself to the society as many people

will read this thesis.

3. For teachers and other education institutions

For teachers and other education institutions, it is hoped that they will be

motivated to always improve their English proficiency through everything and

every way possible, such as the one that is implemented in SMK N 1 Pedan.

4. For the readers

For the readers, it is hoped that after reading this thesis they will get some

knowledge from the presented theories in this thesis.

5. For students of English Department

By reading this thesis, the writer hopes that the readers (especially those from

English Department) will have a strong desire to conduct research on their own

areas of interest. Then, the writer also provides and presents some references

and examples that are hoped to be useful for the readers who are interested in

conducting research on the same methodology.
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CHAPTER II

LITERATURE REVIEW

This chapter contains some theories, relevant studies and conceptual

framework related to the topic of the research. Here, the writer (in this case, the

researcher) presents some theories and relevant studies that become the basis of

the research she did. The theories include the theory of speaking, motivation,

punishment and some other theories on the topic of the research. In the first part

of this chapter, the researcher would like to begin with the theory of speaking.

A. Speaking

It is widely known that the main purpose of language is communication. In

relation to this, Vaughn (2009: 196) states that “language is a vehicle for

communicating our ideas, beliefs, and needs.” In language teaching and learning

processes, Brown (2001) states that there are several kinds of oral production that

students are hoped to carry out in the classroom and they are:

a. Imitative

Sometimes, students need to be provided with imitation stages in which they

practice some particular elements of language form. An example of imitation

activity is “drilling”. In relation to this type of imitation activity, Brown (2001)

says that drills offer students an opportunity to listen and to orally repeat

certain strings of language that may pose some linguistic difficulties either

phonological or grammatical. They allow one to focus on one element of

language in a controlled activity. Moreover, they can help to establish certain
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psychomotor patterns (to “loosen the tongue”) and to associate selected

grammatical forms with their appropriate context.

b. Intensive

Intensive speaking is any speaking performance that is designed to enable the

students to practice some phonological or grammatical aspects of language.

This activity can be self-initiated or a part of pair work activities, where

students are going over certain forms of language.

c. Transactional (dialogue)

Students are also expected to be able to produce transactional language

(dialogue). So they can convey or exchange specific information to other

students or people. This concept brings the idea that students need to be given a

lot of chances to practice using English in the daily life. It can be done by

providing students with activities that demand the students to use English

communicatively, such as role playing and conducting additional programs that

encourage them to practice using English communicatively in their daily life

(e.g., speaking club and English Day program).

d. Responsive

In speaking activities, students should be responsive either in replying the

teachers’ or other students’ questions and comments. So, the communication

can run smoothly and interchangeably.
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Since language is for communication, language teaching learning

processes are, then, mainly aimed to enable the language learners to speak or

communicate using the target language. However, teaching students to speak in

the target language is not an easy job. In teaching speaking, teachers have to

realize that there are some or even many obstacles that learners may have in

learning to speak. One of them is the anxiety of saying or speaking something

wrong, stupid or incomprehensible (Brown: 2001). Many students are confused of

what to say and how to say it in the target language. They are afraid of being

judged by the listeners if they say something wrong or incorrect. Therefore, it is

one of the teachers’ (i.e. language teachers) jobs to provide friendly and

embracing climate that encourages the students to speak. They also have to be a

good model for their students in using the target language communicatively and

accurately. In relation with getting students to speak in the target language, Brown

(2001) offers seven principles in designing speaking techniques, they are:

a. Teachers should use techniques that cover the spectrum of learner needs, from

language-based focus on accuracy to message-based focus on interaction,

meaning and fluency.

b. They should provide intrinsically motivating techniques.

c. They should encourage the use of authentic language in meaningful contexts.

d. They should provide appropriate feedback and correction.

e. They should capitalize on the natural link between speaking and listening.

f. They should give students opportunities to initiate oral communication.

g. They should encourage the development of speaking strategies.
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From the above explanation, people can infer that teachers play important

roles in motivating their students to be active in speaking and they need to always

develop their ability in designing and providing activities that could encourage

their students to use the target language communicatively. Next, teachers should

also realize that they have to be able to successfully play their roles of motivator,

prompter, participant and feedback provider in the teaching and learning process.

B. Motivation

The word motivation is derived from the Latin verb movere which means

to move. This origin brings the idea that motivation is something that makes

someone to move, keep working and encourage him/her to fulfill certain tasks

(Schunk: 2010). However, the term motivation itself is defined differently by

some experts. One of them is the definition offered by a psychologist, Elliot

(2000: 332) where he states that “Motivation is an internal state that arouses us to

action, pushes us in particular directions, and keep us engaged in certain

activities.” Here, Elliot tries to emphasize that motivation is something that makes

people want to do something, even not only “want” but also “keep doing it” until

they reach the goal(s). The above definition also implies that motivation is a

process rather than a product as it continues to run when one does an activity. In

relation to this concept, Schunk (2010) states that “Motivation is the process

whereby goal-directed activity is instigated and sustained.” Since motivation is a

process, people cannot touch it or see it like they touch or see the students’ work.

They will know whether a student has motivation to learn by infer it from the

student’s action and behavior.
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Next, motivation can be intrinsic and extrinsic. Intrinsic motivation is the

motivation that comes from within the individual or the students themselves show

the desire to learn without the need for external inducements (Elliot: 2000). So,

students having intrinsic motivation are those who learn and engage in learning

activities for their own sake and willingness (for example: they find the learning

activities enjoyable) not because the existence of outside factors such as reward

and punishment. Since intrinsic motivation comes from the students themselves,

extrinsic motivation is the motivation that one gets from any number of outside

factors such as reward, punishment, needs of getting higher score or for the sake

of passing examination. So, individuals who are extrinsically motivated work or

engage on tasks and learning activities because they believe that participation will

result in desirable outcomes such as a reward, teacher praise, or avoidance of

punishment (Schunk: 2010). Besides those kinds of motivation, there are also

instrumental and integrative motivations. However, the writer will not discuss

them further as they are not the main focus of the research.

It is widely agreed that motivation plays a big and important role in any

teaching learning processes. It is seen as one of the main factors for successful

teaching learning processes since it is the one that makes students want to learn

and maintain their willingness and or spirit to keep learning. In relation with the

importance of motivation in the teaching learning processes, Elliot (2000) states

that poorly motivated students are still said to learn something, but they are not

learning what their teachers want them to learn or they are not learning what they

suppose to learn. It is because when motivation is faulty, learning will suffer:
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attention is limited; behavior is not directed at objectives; disciplinary problems

may occur; learning has gone awry. Elliot (2000: 332) also states that motivation

affects learning and performance in four ways:

a. Motivation increases an individual’s energy and activity level. It
influences the extent to which an individual is likely to engage in a
certain activity intensively or half-heartedly.

b. Motivation directs an individual toward certain goals. Motivation
affects choices people make and the results they find rewarding.

c. Motivation promotes initiation of certain activities and persistence in
those activities. It increases the likelihood that people will begin
something on their own, persist in the face of difficulty, and resume
a task after a temporary interruption.

d. Motivation affects the learning strategies and cognitive processes an
individual employs. It increases the likelihood that people will pay
attention to something, study and practice it, and try to learn it in a
meaningful fashion. It also increases the likelihood that they will
seek help when they encounter difficulty.

After knowing that motivation can affect learning and performance, people

may want to know how to set the students’ motivation and how to maintain it

when it appears? Returning to the above explanation, one will get the idea that

motivation can appear both intrinsically and extrinsically. Since intrinsic

motivation comes from the students themselves, teachers can work with extrinsic

motivation by providing external factors that may promote this kind of

motivation. Schunk (2010) offers some strategies in promoting motivation, two of

them are:

a. Goal Setting

Goal setting refers to establishing quantitative or qualitative standards of

performance. In a goal-setting theory, it is stated that there are two important

aspects of goals; goal choice and goal commitment. Goal choice refers to the
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actual goal individuals are trying to obtain and the level at which they are trying

to attain it. While goal commitment refers to how strongly individuals are

attached to the goal, how enthusiastic they are about the goal, and how determined

they are to achieve it. In the practice, there are several factors that influence goal

choice and goal commitment as shown in table 1. Then, in applying goal setting in

the classroom, Schunk (2010) suggests teachers to do the following steps:

1. Set clear and specific goals.

2. Make the goals challenging and difficult, but not outside the range of the

students’ capabilities.

3. Set both proximal (close-at-hand) and distal goals for the students.

4. Provide feedback that increases the students’ efficacy for obtaining the goals.

b. Motivated Learning

Corno and Mandinach in Schunk (2010: 147) states that “motivated

learning is motivation to acquire skills and strategies rather than to perform

tasks.” This definition implies that motivation and self efficacy are improved

when students perceive they are performing skillfully or becoming more

competent. So, lack of success or slow progress will not necessarily decrease the

students’ self-efficacy and motivation if they believe they are able to perform

better by adjusting their approach by, perhaps, expending more effort or using

effective task strategies (Schunk: 2010). Next, Schunk (2010) provides some steps

that teachers can follow in applying principles of motivated learning in the

classroom. Those steps are:

1. Make it clear that the students are capable of learning the material being taught.

2. Point out how the learning will be useful in the students’ lives.

3. Teach the students learning strategies and show them how the strategy use

improves their performances.

4. Present content in ways the students understand and tailor instructional

presentations to individual differences in learning.

5. Have the students work toward learning goals.

6. Ensure that attributional feedback is credible.

7. Provide feedback on the students’ learning progress and link rewards with

progress.

8. Use models that build self-efficacy and promote motivation.

In talking about extrinsic motivation and successful teaching learning

processes, people cannot disregard the students’ behavior in the classroom.

Teachers, of course, want their students to show the appropriate behavior of

successful learners to be (for example: willing to study hard, participating actively

in the teaching learning process and obeying the school rules). This expectation

also demands the teachers’ responsibility in maintaining their students’ good

behavior and guiding their students towards this kind of behavior when it has not

appeared yet on them. In helping the teachers to set and maintain the students’

good behavior, teachers can use reward and punishment in their teaching learning

processes. Both of them are believed to play important roles in emerging the

students’ extrinsic motivation in performing and maintaining good behavior in

learning. To talk more about reward and punishment, the writer would like to

discuss them in separated part of this discussion.

Before talking about reward and punishment, it is important to notice some

assessment methods that can be used in assessing the students’ motivation. The

following is a table by Schunk (2010) offering some methods that can be used in

assessing the students’ motivation in learning:

C. Reward

In the teaching and learning processes reward is categorized as one of the

factors that encourages someone to study. As it is stated by Frandsen (2007), that

there are some factors that could encourage people to study, they are:

1. The existence of curiosity to learn and investigate more about the world.

2. The existence of creativity in humans and the interest of doing improvements.

3. The interest of getting sympathy from parents, teachers and friends.
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4. The interest of improving failures with new efforts, either by cooperation or

competition.

5. The interest of getting security when one can master a lesson.

6. The existence of reward and punishment at the end of learning.

While some experts, like Thorndike, used the term “reward”, other experts

such as Skinner preferred to use the term “reinforcement” to refer to something

that is given to somebody to motivate he/she to learn (Rumini and Dimyati:

2007). In another resource, Skinner (2000), mentions that reinforcer is a stimulus

event that, if it occurs in the proper temporal relation with a response, tends to

maintain or increase the strength of a response or in other words, reinforcer is a

consequential stimulus that occurs contingent on a behavior and increases the

behavior. Reinforcement is a principle of behavior, in that it describes a functional

relationship between behavior and controlling variables. In contrast, a behavior

change procedure is a method used to put the principle into practice. Praise, for

example, is a procedure that may be a powerful reinforcer. If we praise a student’s

correct responses immediately and the student increases correct responses, praise

can be identified as a behavior change procedure that functions as a reinforcer.

Next, the term principle of reinforcement refers to an increase in the frequency of

a response when certain consequences immediately follow it. The consequences

that follow behavior must be contingent upon the behavior. A contingent event

that increases the frequency of behavior is referred to as a reinforcer (Kazdin:

1989). So, once we praise our student’s correct response, we increase the
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probability that the student will exhibit the response in the future, similar

situations.

Skinner then, divides reinforcer into two. First, positive reinforcers which

refer to stimuli whose presentations increase the rates of responses and negative

reinforcer which refers to stimuli whose withdrawal strengthens behavior. Besides

that, he also categorized reinforcers into two, primary reinforcers and secondary

reinforcers. The following is the table on primary and secondary reinforcers:

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Besides the above reinforcers, Vaughn (2009) proposes some other forms

of reinforcers that teachers can use to increase students’ appropriate behaviors.

The following table shows some reinforcers proposed by Vaughn (2009: 104):

The ability to give reinforcement or reward is one of the skills that a

teacher must have. This is in accordance with Wingkel’s statement (2006), that

there are four skills that must be possessed by teachers: skill to give

reinforcement, skill to explain, skill to ask and skill to open also end the lesson.

Furthermore, there are six kinds of reward that we can use in encouraging and

motivating students to study, they are:

1. Verbal reward

Verbal reward can be in the form of words or sentences that are uttered by

teachers, such as: good, correct, great and many else.

2. Gesture reward

This reward is given in the form of facial expressions and gestures that are

able to give impression to the students. For example: rising the eyebrow,

smiling, throwing a side glance, applause, thumbs up, etc.
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3. Reward through approach

This reward is done by approaching students to show the teachers’ attention

to their appearance, manner and work. For example: the teacher sits among

the discussion groups, standing besides the students and many else.

4. Reward through touch

Teachers can show their reward to the students through shaking their

shoulders, shaking their hand or rising their hand.

5. Giving reward through enjoyable activities

This reward can be in the form of asking the students to help their friends if

they have done a task correctly or asking them to lead an activity and many

else.

6. Reward through symbols or things

This reward is the teachers’ effort in using varieties of reward to support the

positive manner of the students. The examples of this reward are: written

comments on their worksheet, stamps, stars, candies, etc.

Besides having skill on giving reward, teachers also need to develop their

skill in giving feedback to their students for raising their learning motivation.

Richards (1992: 104) defines feedback as “any information which provides a

report on the result of behavior.” So, teachers are demanded to be able to give

information, suggestion and also comment on the students’ behavior, work and

performance. It is needed since it allows students to know how far they have

learnt, what progress they have made and in what aspects they need to learn more.

Schunk (2010) categorizes feedback into four:
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a. Performance Feedback

It refers to feedback on the accuracy of work and may include corrective

information. Performance feedback is an important influence on students

learning. Feedback informing students that their answers are correct motivates

them because it indicates that the students are becoming more competent and

are capable of further learning. While feedback indicating an error can also

build motivation and self-efficacy if it is followed by corrective information

that shows students on how to perform better. Such feedback brings the

students’ belief that they will perform better by following the teacher’s

suggestion. Therefore, it raises their motivation and leads to better skill

acquisition.

b. Motivational Feedback

It is the teacher’s feedback which aimed at motivating students rather than

informing about accuracy of answers. Some examples of motivational feedback

are: first, providing social comparative information about capabilities of other

students (e.g., “See how well Ani is doing. Try to work like that”). Next,

motivational feedback can also in the form of persuasive statements as, “I

know you can do this,” and, “Keep up the good work.” Although those forms

of feedback indirectly inform the students’ competence, their primary function

is to get the students to work on tasks and maintain the productive task

engagement.
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c. Attributional Feedback

Schunk (2010: 309) states that “Attributional feedback links student

performance with one or more attributions (perceived causes of outcomes) in

attempt to facilitate motivation.” When students believe they failed in their past

learning because of low ability, they may not expend much effort to succeed in

the future. While if they attribute their failure to low effort, they may work

harder because effort is controllable and they may believe that by doing more

effort will result to better outcomes. So, effort feedback is very important in

raising the students’ motivation for doing more effort in learning.

d. Strategy Feedback

This feedback informs students about how well they are applying a strategy

and how the strategy use improves their performance. Weinstein and Mayer (in

Schunk 2010: 310) state that “strategies help learners attend to tasks, focus on

important features, organize material, and maintain a productive psychological

climate for learning.” Teachers who provide students with strategy value

feedback help to bring the belief that the students are learning a useful strategy,

which is able to raise the students’ self-efficacy and motivate them to continue

applying the strategies.

D. Punishment

Kazdin (2000: 214) defines punishment as “the presentation of an aversive

event or the removal of a positive event following a response that decreases the

frequency of that response”. Next, he also mentioned the two aspects of

punishment, they are:
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a. Something aversive (unpleasant) appears after a response. This is called an

aversive stimulus. For example, a parent may slap a child who yells at the

parent, teachers may reprimand students who are talking in the class. In each

case, something unpleasant follows behavior.

b. Something positive (pleasant) disappears after a response. A child who kicks

another youngster while playing may be sent indoors. A teenager who violates

her curfew may lose use of the car for the next weekend. In both instances,

something unpleasant follows undesirable behavior.

There are of course many kinds of punishments that teachers can use. But

they have to make sure that the punishment they use is the educative and effective

one. It is frequently found that teachers or educators use many kinds of

punishment that tend not to be educative but rather frightening and even injuring.

In order to make the punishment works effectively, Kazdin (2000) provides some

key elements that influence the effectiveness of punishments, they are:

1. Schedule of punishment. Generally, punishment is more effective when it is

delivered every time, rather than intermittently. However, if we discontinue

punishment, start-up of the response that was originally punished is greater

when there had been continuous punishment than when punishment didn’t

occur every time. A teacher who reprimands a student for some rule infraction

would be advised to use the reprimand each time the problem behavior occurs.

Nevertheless, once a behavior has been suppressed, the punishment procedure

should be used intermittently to keep it from reappearing.
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2. Intensity of punishment. It was once believed that increasing the intensity of

punishment increases its effectiveness. However, this is not the case. If

punishment is to be considered, teachers should use mild forms.

3. Source of reinforcement. Punishment is usually enhanced when other sources

of reinforcement that maintain the behavior are removed. It is important to

recognize that behavior (both positive and negative) is maintained by various

reinforcement contingencies. Therefore, punishment will be more effective

when a certain behavior is not reinforced at the same time that punishment is

involved. For example, when a teacher tries to use punishment in the

classroom, it is common for a student’s peers to reinforce the child’s

inappropriate behavior through laughing or clapping. Punishment would be

expected to be less effective when peers reinforce the child.

4. Timing of reinforcement. Most student behavior consists of a series of actions

that make up a response class or group of behaviors. Punishment is usually

more effective when it is delivered early in a sequence of behaviors that form a

response group. Consider a student who throws spit wads in the classroom. The

act of throwing spit wads is actually made up of a series of actions that lead to

the final act of throwing. The child usually takes out a piece of paper, rolls it

into a ball, puts the magic solution on the ball, and proceeds to toss it across the

room. Punishment early in the sequence leading to the act of throwing will be

more effective in breaking up the chain of problematic behaviors.

5. Delay of punishment. The longer the interval between behavior and

punishment, the less effective is the punishment. The consequences of
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behavior, pleasant, painful, are most effective when they immediately follow

that behavior. The explanation for the effectiveness (or not) of punishment lies

in the interval between behavior and punishment: if it is lengthy, the unwanted

behavior may be reinforced by something or someone else in the environment.

By the time teachers get around to disciplining a student, he/she may have

received the attention of peers, who may laugh or give the “thumbs-up” signal

or some other form of support that encourages additional misbehavior.

Also, punishment becomes more effective (in a positive sense) if students

know exactly why the teachers are punishing them. Punishing an entire class

for something a few may have done can produce only bad feelings and tension.

Make sure students understand the “what and why of punishment”, and be

consistent: if the teachers punish something once, they must punish the

behavior each time it appears, regardless of the offender. Otherwise, students

are confused and continue to exhibit the behavior.

6. Variation of punishment. Here, Kazdin notes that although punishment usually

consists of a contingency applied after some behavior, varying the punishment

that follows a behavior can actually enhance the effects of the punishment. It is

possible that some types of adaptation to (getting used to) the repeated effects

of the same punishment occur (for example, always reprimanding a child will

be less effective if done over and over). Kazdin, however, is careful to point

out that variation does not imply combination. Combining several aversive

events would be objectionable on ethical and practical grounds.
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7. Reinforcement of alternative behaviors. Kazdin makes two important points

that must be considered in any use of punishment techniques. First, aversive

events of relatively weak intensity (mild punishment) can effectively suppress

behavior if reinforcement also is provided for an alternative positive response.

Second, punishment usually trains a person in what not to do, rather than in

what to do. Thus, it is important that you follow up with positive reinforcement

when punishment is used, because it will increase the effectiveness of

punishment as a procedure, focus your attention on teaching positive behaviors

to replace the negative ones you are trying to reduce, and reduce the negative

side effects of using aversive strategies.

E. Relevant Studies

After reviewing some theories on the topic of the research, now the writer

would like to review some studies done by other people that relevant to the topic

of her research. This review is aimed at supporting the writer with some

knowledge about the topic or the problem being concerned in her study. Now,

let’s see the following explanation:

In a study done by Tanveer (2007), it is stated that feeling of anxiety,

apprehension and nervousness are commonly expressed by second or foreign

language learners in learning to speak a second or foreign language. These

feelings are considered as potentially negative and detrimental for the

development of second or foreign language speaking skills. Therefore, language

teachers need to be able to recognize these feelings in order that they can help the
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students to achieve the already set goals of performance in the target language.

Here, Tanveer (2007) found that language anxiety can derive from psychological

and linguistic factors, such as:

a. Cognitive and linguistic factors related to classroom procedure:

 too formal classroom environment

 the demand of giving a short talk or presentation in the class

 fear of making mistakes and apprehension about others’ evaluation

 the interlocutors’ view towards the students’ error

 the students’ self-perception (the highly anxious students seem to hold

negative thoughts about themselves)

 language difficulties including linguistic, pronunciation, grammar and

vocabulary difficulties.

b. Socio-cultural factors:

 social environment and limited exposure to the target language

 cultural difference

 social status and self-identity (speakers’ sense of inferiority complex while

talking to someone higher in status may cause stress or anxiety for the

students).

Gender (people are more likely to feel communication anxiety when tslking

to the opposite sex, especially in those cultures where male and female

students study in segregation.

Other study done by Vivian and Natalie (2008) suggests that English in the

majority of countries in Asia (where English is considered as foreign rather than
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second language) is treated as a subject for study rather than as a living language

to be spoken in daily conversation. Therefore, the EFL classroom context is very

different from a natural ESL learning environment. Here, the study revealed that

EFL environment was considered by students to be an obstacle to their learning

since it did not put the ability of speaking in English as the main focus like the

one in ESL environment. This condition is dangerous because students’

motivation is positively correlated with the learning environment. In relation to

this case, Vivian and Natalie (2008: 218) stated that “improving the environment

would improve student motivation and thereby student proficiency and

achievement.” Here, one of the ways to improve the English learning environment

and also the students’ motivation is to provide fun extracurricular activities that

encourage students to use English in non academic setting.

F. Conceptual Framework

After presenting some theories related to the title of the research. The

writer (or in this case the researcher) would like to draw the conceptual

framework of her research as follows: First, to get students to speak using English

in the English Day program is not an easy job; students often find themselves

having no idea on what to say and how to say what they want to say in English.

Besides, students are sometimes afraid of making mistakes when they speak in

English and they are afraid of being judged negatively by the person they are

talking to. Therefore, the researcher and the teachers should be creative in seeking

and applying techniques for encouraging the students to communicate using

English during the English Day program. Next, they are also demanded to create

friendly and embrace situation that can encourage the students to speak in

English. However, the students are not awakened or encouraged to speak in

English if they do not have motivation with them. It is because without the

existence of this factor, students will lose their want and interest in doing the

teaching learning activities and especially in participating in the English Day

program. Therefore, motivation plays very important role in getting the students

to speak up. With this consideration, the researcher decides that motivation is the

main factor that needs to be concerned and improved in implementing the English

Day program.

Second, in improving the students’ motivation the researcher needs to

notice that some experts, especially those majoring in the educational psychology

have found that reward and punishment can be used to improve the students’

motivation. However, the researcher should also notice that not all kinds of

reward and punishment will be effective in motivating the students, especially in

order that they become motivated in participating in the English Day program of

SMK N 1 Pedan. Those rewards and punishments must be suited with the

students’ condition, need, characters, and their psychology. So, both rewards and

punishments will result in the students’ awareness and willingness for

participating in the English Day program of SMK N 1 Pedan. Besides that, the

researcher also realizes the importance and benefit of feedback in motivating the

students to engage in certain activities. Therefore, she will also use feedback as

one of her efforts in motivating the students to speak up and participate actively in

the English Day program.
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Third, in assessing the students’ motivation for participating in the English

Day program, the researcher will use several assessing methods, such as direct

observation, rating by others and interviews. Next, in relation with the English

Day program of this school, there are many things that need to be fixed,

established and even reorganized by the researcher and the school members, such

as the way the school manages the English Day program, the rule of the program,

the monitoring system and many other aspects of the program.

Finally, the researcher realizes that she will not be able to solve the

research problems by herself. Therefore, the researcher, and as action research is a

collaborative research, will collaborate with the school members and other

practitioners in order to make the study more successful and useful.

CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD

This chapter contains some explanation about type of the research the

researcher employed, setting and participants of the research, the procedure of the

research, type of the research data, data collection instruments, data analysis, and

finally the validity and reliability of the research. For the first part of this chapter,

the researcher would like to start with the type of the research she employed.

A. Type of the Research

After reviewing some literature on types of research methods in

educational contexts and also considering that the objective of this research is to

improve the students’ motivation of the Accounting Expertise Program for

participating in the English Day program of SMK N 1 Pedan, the researcher

decided to conduct an action research study. In this research, the researcher

collaborated with the research members (including the headmaster, the vice-

headmaster, the teacher and the students of SMK N 1 Pedan) in order to make the

already set objective achievable.

B. Research Setting and Participants

This research took place in SMK N 1 Pedan, a vocational school majoring

in business and management. It is located in Jl. Bhayangkara No. 37 Pedan,

Klaten, Central Java. It was first established on January 1st, 1967 with three study

programs: accounting program, office administration and business administration
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or marketing program. Then, in 2008 there was an additional program TKI

(information and communication technology) and now, there are 16 classes in this

school. As all institutions and organizations have vision and missions, this school

also has its own vision and missions, and they are:

 Vision:

Producing graduates who are able to work in the intermediate level for

fulfilling the demanded development need either in the present or future time,

in accordance with the globalization era.

 Missions:

1. Preparing implementable curriculum by maximizing the societies role,

especially DU/DI and production unit

2. Establishing the innovative and adaptive manner, implementation of good

services and having high commitment

3. Developing evaluation, education and training program, and profession

certification using standardized instruments

4. Improving educational resources in order to have national and

international competence

5. Applying quality management (ISO) 9001 – 2000

In facilitating the teaching and learning process, this school also conducts some

programs or extra-curricular, such as:

1. Scouting

2. PMR
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3. English Day

4. Drum band

5. Basketball

6. etc.

As this research was aimed at improving the students’ motivation for

participating in the English Day program of this school, the researcher focused her

research on the English Program that existed in this school. This program is held

every Thursday and directed for all members of the school, especially the school

teachers and students. In this program, the students and teachers are obliged to use

English as the means of communication among them. The main purposes of this

program are to familiarize the teachers and students with English and to improve

their English proficiency, mainly their speaking ability. This program was first

established as the awareness of some of the teachers on the importance of English

in this globalization era and on the international standard school nomination

competition. During the first period, the program did not run smoothly as it was

expected because of some reasons. For example, there was no module at that time

that could help the members of the school to refer to it whenever they want to

speak English. So, it made them difficult to start speaking in English because they

did not know how to say what they wanted in English. Fortunately, in the second

period of the program that was pioneered by KKN-PPL team from UNY, the

program could run more smoothly because the KKN-PPL team provided a simple

module for this program. The module contained some expressions that could be
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used by the teachers and the students in their daily conversation. So, it made them

possible to refer to the module whenever they wanted to speak English.

However, as the program run day by day, there was other problem

occurred that made it ran unsmoothly as the first period. Because there was no fix

and strong rule that obliged the members of the school to use English, not all of

them paid attention to this program. Even, many of them kept speaking using

Indonesian or Javanese on Thursdays.

Finally, as it was impossible for the researcher to deal with all students of

SMK N 1 Pedan, she and the other research members (the headmaster, vice-

headmaster and the English teacher) had decided to focus the research for the first

grade of Accounting Expertise Program year 2009/2010. The students of the first

grade of Accounting Expertise Program were divided into two classes, IA and IB.

They, then, became the participants of the research.

C. Research Procedure

In conducting the research, the researchers adapted the four steps of action

research proposed by Kemis and Mc Taggart in Burns (2010). They are: planning,

action, observation, and reflection. However, the researcher added reconnaissance

as the first step of the research.

1. Reconnaissance

In the first step of the research, the researcher conducted reconnaissance by

coming to the school and have some discussions and interviews with some of

the school members (in this case the headmaster, vice-headmaster, English

teachers and some students of the Accounting Expertise Program). The

researcher did this step in order to get sufficient information about the English

Day program of the school, including the problems of the programs. Besides

that, the researcher also conducted some observation by observing the English

teaching learning processes in the target setting in order to get additional

information of the research problem.

2. Planning

After conducting reconnaissance, the researcher together with the research

members planned the first action of the research by taking the information

gathered from reconnaissance process as the important consideration in

planning the action

2. Action

After planning the action, the researcher and the research members

implemented the plan into action.

3. Observation

When the planned action was implemented, the researcher and also the other

research members observed and monitored the action to see how it was

implemented. The observation was also done in order to see the weaknesses

and or strengths of the action so that the researcher could make some

improvements in the next action.

4. Reflection

At this point, the researcher and the research members reflected on, evaluated

and described the effects of the action they did in order to make sense of what
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has happened. After that, the researcher had some discussions with the research

members for deciding whether more actions were needed or not.

Although the research procedures used in this study were originally derived

from the procedures proposed by Kemis and Mc Taggart, the researcher did not

follow the procedures strictly. It is because as described in Burns (1999: 33) that

the action research procedures proposed by Kemis and Mc Taggart form a

spiraling process or they form a sequence of cycles in which the action in cycle 1

is revised and implemented in cycle 2 and so on. In this study, the researcher did

not form any cycles since the type of the activities done in this study are different

from one action to the others. Such adaptation is needed because as stated by Mc

Niff in Burns (1999: 35) that “action research should be seen as flexible and that

different combination of researchers in different situations will need to make their

own interpretations of what are appropriate processes for the circumstances of the

research.”

Therefore, the adaptation was made in order to make sure that the actions

done in this study suit the target needs. For such adaptation, McNiff in Burns

(2010) states that the processes involved in action research should be adaptable,

according to how teacher’s personal ideas and theories about what is happening in

their classrooms are developing. This adaptation is also supported by Burns

(1999: 35), who states that “the reality of the research process was perceived by

the participants not so much as a cycle, or even a sequence of cycles, but as a

series of interrelated experiences.”
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D. Type of the Research Data

As this research was a qualitative study in the form of an action research

study, then, the data gathered in this research were qualitative data (in the form of

words) without the addition of quantitative data. These data were gathered from

various kinds of data collection instruments (see data collection instruments for

more information).

E. Data Collection Instruments

In collecting the research data, the researcher used some data collection

instruments. These instruments were classified into two techniques:

a. Observational techniques:

1. Observation

This kind of data collection instrument was used by the researcher for

collecting information about the actual practice of the English teaching

learning processes in the reconnaissance step of the research. Besides, it was

also used for collecting information about the implementation of the actions

in the real situation.

2. Field Notes and Log

In order to keep and support the information gathered from the observation,

the researcher used field notes to notice the events or activities that

happened in the research. Next, log was used for collecting some

descriptions about the implementation of the research action. This log was
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designed in the form of English Day logs that have to be filled by the

students of the Accounting Expertise Program.

3. Video Recordings

In order to provide the complete description of the implementation of the

English Day program, the researcher used video recording to record the

whole process of the English Day in the classroom.

4. Photographs

In order to support the existing data collection instruments, the researcher

used photographs as the other source of information dealing with the visual

picture of the research activities.

b. Non-observational techniques:

1. Interviews

In order to get sufficient information about the actual problem or problems

of the research as well as to know the result of the implemented actions, the

researcher conducted some interviews with some individuals of the school

members. This kind of data collection instrument was chosen as it enabled

the researcher to deeply investigate the interviewee’s responses. The results

of the interviews, then, were transcribed into readable texts so that they

could be analyzed.
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2. Questionnaires

Besides using interviews, the researcher also used questionnaires in the

process of research problem identification. In this context, the researcher

designed an open-ended questionnaire to be answered by the students of

Accounting Expertise program. Such kind of data collection instrument was

used because it was easier and less time-consuming to administer than

interviews, and could be used to gather information from a large number of

respondents (i.e. the whole students of the class) that was impossible to be

done in the interview session and that an open-ended questionnaire provides

opportunity for the respondents to specify their answers.

F. Data Analysis

In analyzing the data, the researcher adapted the following steps of data

analysis proposed by Burns (1999):

a. Step 1: Assembling the Data

In this step, the researcher assembled the data that she collected over the period

of the research through field notes, questionnaires and so on. At this stage,

broad patterns should begin to show up which data can be compared and

contrasted to see what fits together.

b. Step 2: Coding the Data

In this step the researcher attempted to reduce the large amount of the obtained

data into more manageable categories of concepts, themes or types.
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c. Step 3: Comparing the Data

In this step, comparison is made to see whether themes or patterns are repeated

or developed across different data collection techniques.

d. Step 4: Building Interpretations

This step is concerned with articulating the underlying concepts and

developing theories about the causes of the emergence of particular patterns of

behaviors, interactions or attitudes.

e. Step 5: Reporting the Outcomes

This is the final step of the data analysis which involves presenting an account

of the research for others or reporting the outcomes of the research.

G. Research Validity and Reliability

Anderson in Burns (1999) said that there are five criteria of validity in

action research: democratic validity, outcome validity, process validity, catalytic

validity and dialogic validity. In this research, the researcher attempted to build all

of the above criteria. First, the researcher established the democratic validity by

providing chances for teachers, students and other research members to give their

ideas, suggestions and comments about the implementation of the research. These

chances were given by the existence of comments and suggestions sheets given to

the students. Besides, the research members were also able to share their

comments, suggestions or ideas in the interview session. These ideas, suggestions
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and comments, then, were used to plan the next actions of the research. Next, the

outcome validity was established by giving chances to the research members to

assess whether the outcomes of the research were successful. Therefore, in the

interview and some other data collection instruments, the research members were

given chances to assess the success of the research actions.

Next, the process validity was assessed by making sure that events or

behavior were viewed from different perspective and through different data

sources in order to avoid simplistic and biased interpretations. Therefore, the

researcher used some different kinds of data collection instruments to avoid such

bias. After that, the catalytic validity was established by giving chances to the

research members to give their opinion or idea about what happened in their

society and how they can change their condition. The last but not least, the

dialogic validity of this research was established by having dialogs with the

research members for planning the next action and for determining the success

and failure of the action. It was also established by having routine discussion with

other researchers or collaborators.

To enhance the trustworthiness of the research, the researcher used two

types of triangulation: space triangulation and investigator triangulation. The

space triangulation was established by collecting data from different subgroups of

people. So in this research, the researcher collected the data not only from one

particular class but two classess (IA and IB) with different language proficiency

level. Next, investigator triangulation was also used by inviting more than one
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observer in the same research setting. So in this research, the researcher invited

other observers (including teachers and practitioner peers) to observe the

implementation of the action in the research.

Finally, the reliability of the research was established by the use of

different data collection techniques, such as observation, interview, questionnaire,

and audiovisual recording. The data that were gathered from one data collection

technique, then, were compared with those from the other data collection

techniques.
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CHAPTER IV

RESEARCH PROCESS, FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

This chapter deals with the sharpening of the research problems, the

processes of the research and the results or findings of the research. In order to

give the complete description of the research process, the researcher presented the

process starting from the first step of the research actions; they are planning and

then acting, observing and finally reflecting the actions. To begin with, the

researcher would like to present the sharpening of the research problem first. The

following is the sharpening of the research problems.

A. The Sharpening of the Research Problems

It has been mentioned in the third chapter that the researcher began her

research by conducting reconnaissance in the target setting of the research. At this

stage, the researcher began the reconnaissance process by observing the English

teaching learning process of the Accounting Expertise Program. This observation

was done in two classes; they were Classes IA and IB of the Accounting Expertise

Program. It was done in order that the researcher could get information about the

actual situation of the teaching learning process, the participation of the students

in the class and the use of English as the means of communication in the teaching

learning process. The following are the results of the observation that were

recorded in the following field notes:
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Field Note (11-02-2010)

Class : Accounting IA

Location : Second floor

Subject : English

Teacher : Mrs. Irna Nurita, S. Pd.

Time : 07.00

Material : Capability and Inability

The teacher started the lesson by greeting the students and she asked whether
the students had prayed. The students answered “yes”. After that the teacher reviewed
the last material on capability. The teacher gave an example by asking “Can you
speak English well?” then, the students answered “No, I can’t”. The teacher asked
why they couldn’t speak English well but, the students did not answer the question.
They were shy for making mistakes. The teacher, then, asked the students to discuss
in pairs for finding the reasons of why they couldn’t speak English well. After several
minutes of discussion, two students gave their answer “I difficult to understand
English because English confusing”. The teacher asked again for the other reasons
and a student answered “because we always speaking Indonesian”. The teacher, then,
asked “Do you like English?” and almost all students answered “No, I love
Indonesian.” After that the teacher reminded the students that there would be an
English speaking test before UAN so, they must be able to speak English. The teacher
kept asking for another reason. She also reminded the students about the class rule of
conduct “One who has long hair must keep her hair tidy.” Then, the teacher said
“make one sentence by using capability” and one of the students contributed her
answer. The teacher, then, spoke using Javanese language to motivate the students.
She moved to the other question “What do you can do very well?” The students
answered with varieties of answers, like “I can washing plate, I can swimming.” The
students competed one another for contributing their answers to the class. The
teacher, then, asked the opposite question “What do you can’t do very well?” The
students answered “I cannot speak English, I cannot cooking.” The teacher gave a
task by asking the students to make a short conversation (at least three sentences)
containing capability. She gave 5 minutes for the students to complete the task. The
students did the task in pairs. After several minutes, the teacher asked whether the
students had finished the task and she asked who wanted to perform their work first.
The students competed again for performing their work. After the students performed
their work, the teacher checked the students’ understanding by asking several
comprehension questions about their friends’ performance. The teacher moved from
one side of the class to the other side to check the students’ work. Then, the teacher
asked another question “Do you can study every night?” and the students answered “I
cannot study every night.” Then, the teacher asked “Do you can watch TV every
night?” The students answered “Yes, I can.” After that the teacher moved to the next
material on “preference”. She asked the students “Do you prefer watching TV to
studying?” and the students answered “I prefer watching TV to studying.” Then, the
teacher asked another question using modal auxiliary “What will you do if you have
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Besides observing the teaching learning process of the Accounting

Expertise Program class IA, the researcher also conducted the same observation in

the other Accounting Expertise Program class, which was IB, in order to get more

information about the real situation of the English teaching learning process. It

was also done in order to enhance the trustworthiness of the research by fulfilling

the space triangulation in which data were taken from different subgroups of

people. The following are the results of the second observation:

homework?” After that the teacher moved to the other material. This time she and the
students discussed their habit at noon. The teacher checked whether the students had a
dictionary and they use it everyday. The students answered that they used their
dictionary only when they had an English homework. The teacher moved to the next
material on “could and couldn’t”. While the teacher explained about this material, she
corrected the students’ mistake on putting ‘verb+ing’ after ‘can and can’t’. The
teacher explained the material in the book. She explained about the difference
between ‘be able to and can’. Here she used drill for explaining the material. After
that she asked the students to do the task provided in the book. Before she asked the
students to do it, she explained the instruction in order to make sure that every student
understood what they should do. Then, the students did the task in pairs. During the
completion of the task, the students discussed the task with their friends and it made
the class noisy. The teacher monitored the students only by sitting on her chair
without moving around the class for monitoring the students’ work closely. Before the
teacher ended the lesson, she reminded the students that on Monday there would be a
remedial test. Then, she ended the lesson by saying “Wassalamu’alaikum
warahmatullahi wabarakaatuh.”

The teacher started the lesson by greeting the students. Then, she asked the
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students to submit the remedial test. She, then, started the lesson by asking the
students to open their book. She asked the students several lead-in questions
containing modal auxiliary ‘can’. At first, the students only kept silent. The teacher
asked them to raise their hand, but, none of them raised their hand. After some time,
the students started contributing the idea. The teacher made some jokes in Javanese
language and the students laughed at her jokes. When the teacher asked “who can
speak English?” many students answered “yes, sitik-sitik” but the teacher reminded
the students to use English. The teacher gave the next question “why didn’t you
speak English in Mathematic class?” and the students gave some reasons. The
teacher reminded the students again to speak using English and also reminded them
about the English speaking test. It was because many students spoke using Javanese
language. There was one student who always contributed her idea in the class. After
this student started speaking, the other students started to participate in the teaching
learning process. Then, the teacher asked some questions using ‘prefer ... to ...’ and
she pointed at some students and asked them to answer her questions. The teacher
moved to the other material on degrees of comparison. The teacher made some jokes
again using Javanese language. Then, the teacher kept giving questions to the
students using ‘can and can’t’. She asked the students’ habit. The teacher moved to
the next material on ‘could and couldn’t’. At first she explained the material and
then, she started asking the students with ‘could and couldn’t. When explaining the
material, the teacher stood in the middle of the class. She asked the student whether
they had read the book and the students answered “not yet”. Then the teacher asked
them to read their book first. While waiting for the students, the teacher sat on her
chair. She, then, asked “who will read the first paragraph?” and a student raised her
hand. The other students, then, competed with their friends to read the next
paragraphs. The teacher asked whether they had understood the meaning of the text
they had just read, and some students say “yes”. But the teacher checked their
understanding by reading each sentence and asking the students to translate the
sentence. When the teacher asked the students to translate the sentence, the majority
of the students translated it, but some of them only kept silent. After that, the teacher
asked the students to do the task provided in the book and she explained the
instruction to them. Some students did the task in pairs by discussing it with their
partner and some of them preferred to do it individually. In explaining the task, the
teacher used mixed languages of English, Indonesian and Javanese language. This
time, Javanese language dominated the classroom communication more (especially
for jokes). In completing the task, the students kept silent so, the classroom’s
situation became very quite. The teacher left the class twice and when she left it, the
students started making noise. But, when the teacher entered the class, the students
kept silent by saying “shuut...”. Next, the teacher and the students discussed the task.
At first, all students answered the question, but after that only a small number of the
students answered the questions. The teacher moved to task 19. She explained the
instruction and discussed the task with the students. Then, she moved to activity 20.
In this activity she asked the students to pronounce English alphabets. At first, they
could pronounce from A to G. But, then, they stopped at H because they did not
know how to pronounce it and they discussed it with their friends. Then the teacher
moved to the next question and asked one of the students to answer it. When the
student made mistakes, her friends laughed at her but, then, she asked her friends not
to laugh at her. When the teacher asked the students to mention 10 things in the
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From the above field notes, the researcher noticed that there were several

problems in the English teaching learning process of the two classes above. First,

the teaching learning processes were very grammar-oriented. Here, the teacher did

not provide enough opportunity for the students to do oral practices. She was only

concentrated on the grammar mastery of the students. Next, the students were

afraid of making mistakes. Therefore, many of them were reluctant to contribute

or show their opinions when there was a task or question given to them. They

often had to wait for their friends first to be brave to participate in the teaching

learning process. Third, the materials and tasks the teacher gave were all about

grammar. She did not provide and use authentic materials and tasks. So, the

students found it difficult for them to be able to see the importance of learning the

materials given by the teacher for their real life situation. In the other words, they

failed to see the correlation between the teacher’s material and the real thing that

they need in the real life situation.

After that, the communication and interaction occurred during the teaching

learning process came only from the teacher to the students and the students to the

other students. There was no interaction and communication coming from the

students to the teacher. They seldom and even never asked questions to the

teacher although they had some difficulties in doing the tasks given by the

class, all students tried to mention the things and the class became noisy. Then, the
teacher asked one of the students to mention the things. After that, the teacher moved
to the other material on ‘like ... better than ... and prefer ...to ...’. Next, the teacher
asked the students to read a map. She asked them to tell the location of the places
mentioned by her. She, then, ended the lesson by giving homework on giving
direction.
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teacher. Besides, it was always the teacher who initiated the communication, not

the students. Next, Javanese language often appeared in the teaching learning

process. Although at the beginning of the teaching learning process the teacher

reminded the students to use English, she herself spoke using Javanese language

in the middle of the teaching learning process.

After conducting direct observation in the classrooms, the researcher did

some interviews with several research members including the vice-headmaster

majoring in curriculum affairs and the English teachers of the first and second

grade of the Accounting Expertise program. These interviews were done in order

that the researcher could get some information about the English Day program of

SMK N 1 Pedan.

From the interviews, the researcher knew that the English Day program

was first held in 2006 because at that time the Accounting Expertise Program was

nominated as an international standard program. In its implementation, the

program could not run as what it was expected because there was no enough

preparation done before it was implemented. The school members (i.e. the

teachers and the students of SMK N 1 Pedan) were not well-armed with sufficient

knowledge on classroom English and English daily expressions (functions in

English). Therefore, the school members did not know how to say what they

wanted to say in English. It was strengthened by the following statement coming

from one of the interviewees:

Next, the program also could not run well because there was no monitoring

system of the program. So, the school members who did not use English on the

English day were kept free without any warning or punishment. This was in

accordance with the following statements:

Next, the school committee did not give clear and good socialization about

the program to the school members (especially the students), so they did not get

sufficient information on the program and they could not participate actively in

the program.

After that, the teachers also played a big role in decreasing the students’

motivation for participating in the English Day program. As the teachers did not

use English in the English day, the students became unmotivated to use English

on that day.

Besides having interviews with the school committee, the researcher also

distributed open-ended questionnaires to the students of the accounting expertise

program (i.e. IA and IB). From the distributed questionnaires, the researcher got

some information that the English day program could not run as it was expected

because of the following problems:

1. The students and the teachers were not well equipped with sufficient English

speaking skills.

2. The students and the teachers did not know what to say and how to say what

they wanted to say in English.

3. There was no such discipline monitoring when the program ran.

4. There was no clear punishment or consequence for those who did not use

English during the English Day program.

5. There was no active participation from the school members.

To deepen the results of the questionnaire, the researcher carried out an

interview with some representatives of the students (both IA and IB) aimed at

exploring more the students’ answer of the questionnaire they filled. From this

interview the researcher knew that almost all of the students did not participate in

the English Day program of the school.

Next, the students did not participate in the English day program because of

several reasons. First, they were unmotivated to participate in the program

because they found their teachers (who should have become a good model for the

students) did not use English on the English day either.

After that, the students were also influenced by their friends who did not

use English on the English day. This condition resulted in the absence of the

students’ interest and motivation for participating in the English Day program as

they saw everyone using Indonesian and Javanese language on that day.

Next, the students did not participate actively for they did not know what

to say and how to say it in English. Furthermore, their view towards English was

also the cause of the students’ lack of participation. Many of the students

considered English as a difficult subject.

Last but not least, the absence of punishment also played an important role

in decreasing the students’ motivation for participating in the English Day

program. Here, the students who did not use English on the English day were kept

free without any warning or punishment given to them.

After collecting data on the field problems, comparing the data gathered

from one data collection technique with those coming from the other techniques,

and discussing with the research members (including the vice-headmaster

majoring on the curriculum affairs and the English teacher), the researcher and the

research members agreed to focus the research on the following problems:

1. The students and the teachers were not well equipped with sufficient

knowledge on classroom English and English daily expressions.

2. The students found their teachers (who should have become a good model for

the students) did not use English on the English day.

3. The English teacher often used Javanese language in the teaching learning

process.
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4. There was no such discipline monitoring when the program ran.

5. There was no clear punishment or consequence for those who did not use

English during the English Day program.

The above problems were chosen as the main concern of the research

because they were seen as the main factors that influenced the students’

motivation for participating in the school English Day program. In relation to the

research problem number three, that is the English teacher often used Javanese

language in the teaching learning process, the teacher thought that she could

handle this problem by herself. Therefore, she agreed to solve this problem by

herself and she tried to minimize the use of Javanese language and even the use of

Indonesian language in the teaching learning process. The following is the

explanation about the processes of the action research starting from the planning

step of the actions, the implementation, the observation and the reflection of the

actions done in the research.

B. Action 1

1. Planning the Action

It was stated in the previous part that one of the English day problems was

the absence of the students’ active participation in the English Day program.

This problem occurred because the students of SMK N 1 Pedan were not well

equipped with sufficient English speaking skill and knowledge (especially

knowledge on classroom English and English daily expressions). They felt
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difficult to speak using English in the English day because they did not know

what to say and how to say what they wanted to say in the target language. To

solve this problem, the researcher came to the school on February 18, 2010 to

meet the English teacher. At that time, the researcher proposed to conduct an

English course for the students of IA and IB to the teacher. This course was

aimed at supplying the students with knowledge and skill on how to speak using

English in their daily life in the school. So, in the future they would be ready for

participating in the English day program of the school. Fortunately, the teacher

welcomed the researcher’s proposal and she asked the researcher to directly

offer the plan to the students. Then on February 26, the researcher met the

students of class IA of the accounting expertise program for distributing

questionnaires asking about the English Day problems felt by the students and

asking whether they agreed to have an English course.

On February 27, the researcher met the students of class IB of the

accounting expertise program for distributing the same questionnaire. The

results of the questionnaire were supported by the interview done by the

researcher with some representatives of the students. The results showed that

almost all of the students agreed to have the English course. After all students

agreed to have the course, the researcher asked them on how they wanted the

course to be. Here, the researcher knew that many students wanted the course to

be enjoyable and interesting (such as by having games in it), so they would not

get bored during the course.

After all of the research members agreed to have an English course, the

researcher continued her planning by developing the syllabus and the lesson

plans of the course. The lesson plans developed by the researcher were in the

form of functional syllabus. This type of syllabus was chosen because the

materials taught in the course would focus more on language functions needed

for daily communication in the school (see Appendices p. 270-271).

2. Implementing and Observing the Action

After planning the first action, the researcher together with the students of

Classes IA and IB of the Accounting Expertise Program implemented the

already set plan, that was conducting an English course, into action. The students

of IA had the English course every Tuesday at 01.30 p.m. and the students of IB

had it every Saturday at 12.30 p.m. The duration of every meeting was one and a

half hour. During the implementation of the action, the researcher used field

notes for observing how it was implemented.

In the first meeting of the English course, the researcher did not directly go

to the material of the course. She used the first meeting for raising the students’
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motivation for attending the course and learning more about English by

providing some games and fun activities for them. Here the researcher tried to

show the students that learning English was enjoyable and not boring. In this

meeting all students were present and they were very enthusiastic in following

all activities of the course. The following is the complete description of the first

meeting of the English course:

The researcher came to the school at 12.30 p.m. She directly went to the
Accounting Expertise Program Class IB for conducting the first meeting of the
English course program. When the researcher entered the classroom, the students of
the Accounting Expertise Program class IB had been ready to start the course. In this
first meeting, all students were present. In this first meeting the researcher (and in this
case, the teacher of the course) did not directly go to the materials of the course. She
used the first meeting for raising the students’ motivation for participating in the
course held by the researcher. In the beginning of the course, the teacher and the
students discussed the rule of conduct of the course. In the discussion, the teacher and
the students agreed that the course will be conducted every Saturday at 12.30 p.m. or
after school. The teacher also allowed the students to eat and drink during the
teaching learning process as long as those activities did not disturb the teaching
learning process. After discussing and agreeing the course rule of conduct, the teacher
let the students know about the importance of English in this modern era by telling
the students some real stories and experiences on the importance of English for daily
communication and career. When listening to the teacher’ stories, the students often
laughed because the stories are funny and interesting. When the teacher asked the
students about the value of the stories, some students said that they became more
aware of the importance of English for their daily life. After sharing some stories on
the importance of English, the teacher moved to the next activity. To motivate the
students to attend the course, the teacher gave some fun activities to the students. For
the first activity, the teacher asked the students to do tongue twister. This activity is
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From the above field note, the researcher knows that the first meeting of

the course ran smoothly and interestingly. Most of the students were happy

because they were provided with several fun activities that could motivate them

to learn English more, and especially to attend the English course held by the

researcher. The students’ motivation to participate in the teaching learning

process was improved and it was proven by the fact that the students were active

and enthusiastic in participating in the teaching learning activities (see the bold

sentences in the above field note). From this meeting, the researcher also

understands that most of the students like to learn English through games and

aimed at improving the students’ English pronunciation. Here, the teacher presented
some tongue twister sentences and gave a model to the students on how to read the
sentences. After modeling time, the teacher asked the students to read the sentences.
The students, then, read the sentences enthusiastically. When they read the
sentences, most of them laughed since they found it difficult to read sentences
containing words with quite similar sounds and pronunciations. When doing this
activity, the classroom atmosphere became fun & less stressing. Moreover, when the
teacher asked some students to come forward and read the sentences, the classroom
situation became more interesting since some students made mistakes in pronouncing
the words and their friends laughed at them. The teacher, then, corrected the students’
mistakes by giving feedback in the end of their performance.

For the next activity, the teacher asked the students to form groups of five.
Here, she provided some flashcards containing English sentences. She asked one
representative of each groups to take the flashcards and asked them to memorize the
sentence. After they had memorized it, they had to transfer what they read and
memorized to their friends (in their group) by whispering the sentence in the flashcard
to their friends. This activity was aimed to train the students’ memory &
concentration. In doing this activity, the students also looked happy and active.
When the time was up, the teacher asked the students what they feel about today’s
meeting. Most of the students said that today’s meeting was very enjoyable &
interesting. They didn’t feel any burden or stress in following the teaching
learning process. The teacher and the students, then, agreed to use games or fun
activities as one of the course activities. Before the teacher ended the lesson, she
asked the students to share what their opinion on today’s meeting and also their
suggestion for the next meeting by filling in the comment and suggestion sheets. After
collecting the sheets, the teacher ended the lesson by giving motivation to the students
for attending the next meeting.
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fun activities. When the students played games, the classroom situation or

atmosphere became less stressing and even it became enjoyable and cheerful.

Moreover, from the students’ comment and suggestion sheets, the researcher

obtains some information that the students really enjoyed this first meeting.

Most of them stated that they liked and enjoyed the meeting because the

researcher used games in the teaching learning process. By playing the game the

students did not feel bored and they could understand what the researcher was

trying to deliver. Next, in the suggestion sheets, the students stated that they

wanted the next meeting to be as enjoyable and interesting as today’s meeting.

Therefore, the researcher and the students agreed to have games or other fun

activities in teaching learning process of the course.

In the second meeting of the course, the researcher taught the students on

how to greet other people and how to introduce oneself to other people. In this

meeting, the researcher explained how to introduce oneself to other people either

in formal or informal situation. In the presentation session, the researcher gave

models on how to introduce oneself to other people. After that she also gave

models on how to introduce oneself in the telephoning situation. In the practice

session, the students were asked to do role plays by becoming other people and

they had to introduce their new name completed with their job, age and their

address to their friends. After the students performed their role play, the

researcher or in this case, the teacher, gave some feedback to their performance.

Next, in the production session, the students were asked to create their own
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In the third meeting, the students learnt how to ask for and tell the time

either in formal or informal situation. Here, the teacher used media, a clock, to

explain the material. The following is the description of the teaching learning

process taken from the researcher’s field notes:

The teacher arrived at the school at 13.20 p.m. She, then, directly went to
class IA in the second floor of the school. When she arrived at the class, there were
only some students in the classroom. She, then, asked one of the students about her
friends and she said that her friends were in the canteen for having lunch and some
of them were in the mosque for having Dhuhur prayer. The teacher decided to wait
for them and while waiting for them, the teacher prepared the materials and the
media of the day. After some minutes, all of the students were ready to start the
lesson. Here, the teacher started the lesson by greeting the students and asking about
their condition. She also started the lesson by asking the students to say a prayer
first. After that, she checked the students’ attendance. Fortunately, all of the
students were present at that time. Then, she came to the material by asking the
students with ‘what time is it?”. All of the students tried to answer the question.
Some of them looked confident with their answer while the other looked doubtful
with their answer. As all of the students answered the question, the class became so
noisy and uncontrolled. The teacher, then, asked some representatives of the class to
answer the question. Fortunately, the students could answer the question correctly.
The teacher, then, explained that today’s material was how to ask about time and
how to give information on it. She continued the lesson by asking whether the
students knew the other expressions that they could use when asking about time.
The students answered that they didn’t know about it. Then, the teacher introduced
the other expressions used for asking about time completed with how to respond to
questions on time and wrote it on the board. In the practice session, the teacher used
a clock as her media. She asked the students to answer her questions (questions
about time) based on the shown clock. At first the teacher asked them to answer the
questions together and after that she asked some of the students to answer her
questions individually. Almost all of the students could answer the questions
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From the above field note, the researcher knows that the third meeting ran

smoothly and successfully. It is because almost all of the students participated

actively in all activities developed by the researcher. Then, from the students’

comment and suggestion sheet, the researcher also obtained some information that

the students really enjoyed the meeting because the material they learnt helped

them review what they have learnt in their junior high school and because the

activities of the day were enjoyable and cheerful. They also hoped for the next

meeting to be as enjoyable and cheerful as today’s meeting. The following is an

example of the students’ comment and suggestion:

correctly. Next, she asked the students to do some exercises. For the first exercise,
she asked the students to work individually. She asked them to match pictures of
time with their correct way for reading the time. Here, the students could do the
exercise easily and quickly. Then, for the next exercise, the teacher gave the
students some pictures of time. In this exercise she asked the students to write the
way for reading the time based on the given pictures. When accomplishing the
exercises the students looked happy because they could do them easily. For group
work session, the teacher asked the students to make groups of five. When they
formed their groups the class became quite noisy because each of them tried to
choose the groups that they want to join with. After the groups were ready, the
teacher explained the instruction. In this activity, the students had to draw the right
pictures of time based on what the teacher said. When the students finished the
work, the teacher asked one representative of each group to come forward and write
their work there. After that, the teacher and the students checked the work. When
checking the work, the class situation became more cheerful because the students
often laughed when their friends made mistakes in drawing the clock pictures. Then,
for the next activity, they had to write the right way of reading the time based on the
shown clock. After the students finished the tasks, the teacher asked them to
exchange their works and correct their friends’ work. To end up the lesson, the
teacher asked the students about what they had learnt from today’s meeting. She
also asked whether they enjoyed it or not. Most of the students stated that they
enjoyed today’s lesson because the classroom situation was cheerful and friendly.
Before the teacher really ended the lesson, she asked the students to fill in the
comment and suggestion sheets with their comment on today’s meeting, their
criticism of the lesson and their suggestion for the next meeting. Finally, the teacher
ended the lesson by leading the students to say a prayer.
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In the next meeting, the students were taught on how to ask for permission,

how to ask for help and how to show sympathy. In this meeting the teacher did

not use any game because she provided the students with simple module

completed with some exercises on today’s material. As the teacher did not use

any game for today’s meeting, the students in their comment and suggestion

sheet stated that today’s meeting was less interesting than before. However, they

stated that they could get some new knowledge from today’s meeting.

In the fifth meeting, the students were not given with new materials. The

teacher and the students used this meeting for reviewing the materials that they

had learnt in the previous meetings. In this meeting the students were asked to

perform a simple drama containing some expressions that they had learnt in the

previous meetings. Here, they were put in groups of five and they were asked to

perform the drama in front of the class. This activity was done in order that the

students did not forget the materials they had learnt and in order that they could

practice their English speaking ability. It was also aimed at improving the

students’ self-confidence for speaking before public. When the students

performed their drama in front of the class, the other students had to pay

attention to them. It was because they were asked to choose two of the

performed groups whom they considered as the best group of the day. The

teacher herself also played the role of assessor for the group performances. She

assessed them using 6 criteria: fluency, accuracy, clarity, self-confidence, group

harmony and the whole performance. In the end of the meeting, the teacher and
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In the next meeting and it was the last meeting of the course, the teacher

used this meeting for teaching some expressions of classroom English that were

usually used in the teaching learning process. Here, she also gave chances to the

students to ask anything about English expressions that they would need during

the English day program. When the teacher gave them chances to ask, many

students raised their hand. They asked some Indonesian expressions that they

had not known their English equivalents. The teacher ended the lesson by asking

the students’ readiness for rerunning the English day program. Most of them said

that they were ready for rerunning it because they had had some knowledge on

how to speak in English.

3. Reflecting the Action

In this action, the researcher conducted an English course for the students’

of the accounting expertise program. The decision for conducting the English

course focusing on classroom English and functions in English was in

accordance with the students’ need and want. It was because they ever stated

that they did not participate in the English day program because they could not

speak in English or that they did not know how to say what they wanted to say in

English.

Before the implementation of this action, the students were not prepared

with sufficient knowledge and skill on speaking in English. They were not

provided or given with an English course (as a preparation step) before they
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entered in the English day program. They were directly asked or demanded to

participate in the program by speaking in English during the English day

program. Without such preparation, then, they failed to participate actively in the

program. After the existence of the English course organized by the researcher,

the students felt more and more ready to participate in the English day program

or in other words, they became more motivated to use English for

communication. The following are some examples of the students’ statements

that strengthened the above conclusion:

R: …. Itu pendapatnya gimana Dek tentang pelatihan itu?
I: Em cukup bagus ya
R: Heem
I: Buat nambah pengetahuan tentang bahasa Inggris
R: Hee, terus e apa jadi lebih termotivasi nggak untuk menggunakan bahasa Inggris

dengan adanya pelatihan seperti kemarin itu?
I: Iya
R: E... semakin bertambah PD?
I: Sedikit
(Appendix: Interview Transcripts p. 258)

R: Dan itu membantu adek untuk semakin PD berbahasa Inggris atau nggak?
I: Iya, udah sering berbahasa Inggris
R: Iya, oo gitu. Jadi semakin termotivasi untuk pakai bahasa Inggris ya
I: Iya
R: Terus menambah pengetahuan nggak pelatihan yang kemarin itu?
I: Iya kan anu bisa nambah kosakata-kosakata baru.
R: O kosakata-kosakata baru.
(Appendix: Interview Transcripts p. 260)

From the above statements, it was clear that in the students’ opinion the

English course could help them improve their English knowledge and therefore,

could improve their confidence for participating in the English day program.

This action, then, became a good preparation for the students of the accounting

expertise program to function well in the English day program because they
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knew more on how to say what they wanted to say in English. It also became a

good start for them to be able to run the program.

Next, it was also stated either in the students’ interview or their comment

and suggestion sheet that the activities given in the course were interesting and

not boring. The students felt that they could enjoy the activities given in the

course.

R: Baik kegiatan dalam pelatihan itu menyenangkan nggak sih?
I: Ya menyenangkan. E ... kan nggak boring, biasanya kan kalau pelajaran hanya

monoton materi itu aja yang dibahas. Jadi kita bisa sharing juga dalam pelatihan
itu.

R: OK, kalau kegiatan dalam pelatihan itu menyenangkan nggak?

I: Iya
R: Atau membebani malahan?
I: Ya menyenangkan karena itu kan beda dari kegiatan pelajaran sehari-hari jadi ya

ya menyenangkan.

From the students’ comment and suggestion sheets, it was also known that

the students of the accounting expertise program liked to have fun activities for

learning. They became more and more motivated to study if they were provided

with games or the other fun activities. Therefore, when the researcher did not

provide games in the teaching learning activities, the students, then, wrote in

their comment sheets that the teaching learning activities were less interesting

than those with games. The following is an example of the students’ comment

and suggestion sheet stating that the students really enjoyed the game provided

by the teacher (the researcher herself) and that it could improve their English

knowledge:
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There were also some problems occurred during the implementation of the

first action, such as:

1. The researcher often had to change the schedule of the course because the

students had another thing to do on the already set scheduled.

2. The course sometimes had to be cancelled or stopped for some time because

the school had had some activities or agendas to do.

However, those problems did not prevent the course to reach its goals because

the researcher always conducted make up classes for changing the cancelled

meetings.

4. Findings and Discussions of Action 1

Based on what the researcher and the research members planned, acted,

observed and reflected in action 1, the researcher came to the following findings

and discussions. First, starting the first meeting of the course by telling the

students about the importance of English for their life and career could motivate

the students to come to the course meetings. Besides, it also promoted

meaningful learning because as stated by Brown (2001: 57) that one of the

implication of meaningful learning is by “capitalizing on the power of

meaningful learning by appealing to students’ interests, academic goals, and

career goals.” In the other words, telling the students with the importance of

English for their daily life helped them see learning English as an important

thing to pursue. It, therefore, increase their motivation to attend the course.
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Next, the pair works and group works provided during the course teaching

and learning processes were effective in promoting cooperative learning. It is

because as stated by Brown (2001: 47) that “as students work together in pairs

and groups, they share information and come to each others’ aid. They are a

“team” whose players must work together in order to achieve goals

successfully.” Then, as the results of such cooperative learning, the students’

anxiety could be minimized and their intrinsic motivation emerged. It is, once

again, because cooperative learning promotes intrinsic motivation, heightens

self-esteem, creates caring and altruistic relationships and lowers anxiety and

prejudice as stated by Oxford in Brown (2001).

Next, interactive learning aspects could also be found and observed in the

course. It was because the course provided a lot of opportunities for the students

to do pair works and group works. Besides, the course also prepared the students

to be able to use the target language in the real life situation. It was proven by

the existence of opportunities for the students to learn and practice many

expressions in the target language that they would need in their real life. Those

opportunities are two of the six aspects of interactive learning proposed by

Brown (2001).

Next, inviting the students in deciding and choosing the course activities

were effective in bringing the learner-centered atmosphere in the teaching

learning processes. The students felt that their opinion and suggestion were

appreciated by the teacher since they were involved in making decision about
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the course activities. This condition suited the theory proposed by Brown (2001:

82), who states that “The students feel less like puppets on a string if the teacher

can involve them in various aspects of looking at their needs, and self-

diagnosing, of planning the lesson and its objectives, of deciding where the

lesson might go and of evaluating and assessing their learning.”

After that, the activities given in the course were interesting and enjoyable.

The students did not feel any burden for following and accomplishing the course

activities. They also participated actively in those activities. By providing such

interesting, enjoyable and fun activities, the researcher was successful in

avoiding the situation of too formal classroom environment because one of the

factors that could promote the students’ language anxiety was the existence of

too formal classroom environment (Tanveer: 2007).

Next, applying functional syllabus and focusing the teaching learning

materials on functions in English and classroom English were effective in

improving the students’ ability for using English communicatively and they

suited the students’ need. Besides, they were also in accordance with the theory

proposed by Brown (2001), who states that automaticity can be built by making

sure that the large proportion of the lesson is focused on the use of language. In

the other words, the students will gain more language competence in the long

run if the functional purposes of the target language are the central point.
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In the next place, providing rewards for the students could help improve

the students’ motivation for participating in the course teaching and learning

activities. With the existence of rewards, the students became more active in the

classroom. This condition suited the theory proposed by Frandsen in Suryabrata

(2007) that one of the factors for encouraging people to study is the existence of

reward at the end of learning. However, the researcher (or in this case the

teacher of the course) did not use rewards all the time or in every meeting of the

course. It was because by giving too many and too often rewards to the students

would make them dependent on the teacher’s rewards; and therefore, inhibited

their autonomy (Brown: 2001).

After that, asking the students to do a project work in the form of

performing a drama was effective in engaging the students in the authentic use

of English. They were asked to do role playing and practice using the English

daily expressions that they had learnt in the real life situation. Besides, doing a

project work in groups also provided opportunities for the students to work

closely together with their classmates for an extended period. Next, the project

work also provided intrinsically motivating activities for the students. After that,

it allowed the students to be responsible of their own English education by

giving them a freedom to select the topic and deciding how they would structure

and present the performance. Moreover, the project work also enhanced the

students’ performance and presentation skills (Beglar and Hunt in Richards and

Renandya: 2002).
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Finally, conducting an English course for the students of the accounting

expertise program was effective in supporting the students with knowledge and

skill on using English for daily communication. By having such English course,

they could learn some additional materials on English daily expressions that they

had not had in their regular class. Next, the English course was proven to be a

fun extracurricular activity for the students because they were provided with a

lot of fun activities during the course. Those fun activities, then, improved the

students’ motivation to use English in their daily communication. This situation

was in accordance with what Vivian and Natalie (2008) found in their study that

one of the ways to improve the English learning environment and also the

students’ motivation was to provide fun extracurricular activities that

encouraged students to use English in non academic setting.

To sum up, there were some activities that proven to be successful during

the implementation of the action and there were also some activities that less

successful in it. Those successful and less successful activities were summarized

in the following table:

C. Action 2

1. Planning the Action

After conducting an English course for the students and reflecting the

results of it, the researcher and the research members (in this case, the

headmaster, vice-headmaster and the English teacher) saw that in order to make

the English day runs well, it would not be enough or sufficient if the English

course was only addressed for the students of the accounting expertise program.

The research members saw that the teachers of SMK N 1 Pedan also needed to
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be trained with how to use English communicatively, especially in the school

context.

Moreover, it was the teacher who became the main factor in weakening the

students’ motivation for participating in the English Day program since they saw

their teachers (who should have become a good model for them) also did not

participate in the program well. Next, some teachers also said that they did not

participate in the English Day program because they could not speak using

English or that they did not know how to say what they wanted to say in English.

For these reasons, the research members agreed that conducting an English

course or training for the non-English teachers of the school was an important

thing in developing the teachers’ ability for using English communicatively so,

they could participate in the English Day program more actively. In conducting

the English course for the non-English teacher, the researcher collaborated with

the students of TEFL program development (they consisted of seven students)

who were obliged to develop an English program for their surrounding society.

In the planning stage of the action, the researcher and the collaborators

conducted a need analysis by coming to the school on April 27, 2010 and had

some interviews with some representatives of the non-English teachers. These

interviews were done in order that the researcher and the collaborators knew the

actual needs of the teachers. From the need analysis the researcher and

collaborators knew that the teachers wanted to be able to use English
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communicatively or to be able to speak using English, especially in the school

environment.

After reviewing the results of the interviews, the researcher and the

collaborators decided to focus the course on helping the non-English teachers to

master classroom English and some expressions needed for daily conversation

(functions in English). Then, the researcher and the collaborators continued the

planning process by designing the syllabus and lesson plans of the course. In

designing the syllabus and lesson plans, the researcher and the collaborators

conducted routine consultation with the lecturer of TEFL Program Development

so that they could do the best for the course. In order to make the course ran

well, the researcher and the collaborators arranged job divisions for each person
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on each day of the course so, on the schedule of the course they could do their

own jobs maximally. They were divided into the following roles:

1. Tutor : 1 person

2. Co-tutor : 1 person

3. Observer : 1 person

4. Material provider : 1 person

5. Media provider : 2 people

6. Logistic provider : 2 people

The tutor was the one that responsible for delivering the material or she

played the role of a teacher in the course. Then, the co-tutor had the task of

helping the tutor in delivering the material. Usually, the co-tutor helped the tutor

in the practice and production sessions by distributing the flash cards to the

participants and helped them in doing the exercises. Therefore, the co-tutor also

had to prepare herself with the material that was going to be delivered on that

day. The observer had to record all of the teaching learning process, so the

program could be well monitored. The material provider had the task of copying

the materials for the participants of the course. The media providers prepared the

media used in the teaching learning process, such as preparing the flash cards

needed for the production session of the teaching learning process. Finally, the

logistic providers prepared the snack and drink for the trainers.
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2. Implementing and Observing the Action

The first meeting of the course was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2010 in one

of the classrooms of SMK N 1 Pedan. In this meeting the participants learnt how

to greet other people, how to introduce oneself to others, how to respond to

greetings and how to respond to introduction. In this meeting the tutor used flash

cards as her media for delivering the lesson. In the practice and production

session the participants were asked to practice the conversation given and they

were also asked to create a dialog based on the given situation. The following is

the description of the teaching learning process taken from the researcher’s and

the collaborators’ field note:

Meeting 1
Day, date : Tuesday, May 4, 2010
Material : Greeting, introducing oneself, introducing others
Observer : Ika Sulis Setianingsih

The first meeting was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2010 in one of the
classrooms provided for the program at SMK N 1 Pedan. It was started late because
the tutor team from Jogjakarta arrived late for the meeting for a small incident
happened to one of the team members. The meeting was started by two team
members from Klaten. The day’s tutor and co-tutor were Sukma Oktavina and Ida
Megawati but for the lateness, Sukma was replaced by Triana Nur Afifah. Mega and
Triana opened the class by giving the participants some leading examples on the
whiteboard, such as greeting strangers and greeting someone we know.

As late as half an hour, the tutor (Sukma Oktavina) finally came to the
meeting and switched the task with Mega as her co-tutor. She then explained the
expressions of greetings in her material to the participants and soon asked them to
participate in the practice session. In this session she asked some participants to do
several simulations on greeting. Then, some participants asked some questions on
grammar. The co-tutor could explain the answer well to the participants. At the last
part of the meeting, the tutor conducted a game using flash cards. The participants
were put in pairs and practiced the conversation due to the given situation in the
cards. At the end of the meeting, an agreement between the tutors and the
participants was made; it is to change the schedule from Tuesday and Thursday to
Tuesday and Wednesday.
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From the above field note, the researcher and the collaborators know that

the first meeting ran quite unsmoothly because the tutor came late for half an

hour. Fortunately, the co-tutor was ready to replace the tutor in running the

teaching learning process, so, the teaching learning process could still run

although the real tutor was late.

Next, the second meeting was held on May 11, 2010. Before the tutor

delivered the today’s material, she reviewed the previous material first in order

that the participants could remember the material that they have learnt before. In

this meeting the participants learnt more about classroom English, such as

starting the lesson, waiting to start, putting things away, and giving instruction

either inside or outside the class. As the course was aimed at improving the

speaking skill of the participants, then, most of the course activity was asking the

participants to speak up before the class. For this reason, in practice session the

tutor asked the participants to sit in groups of four and practiced the given

dialogs out. Then, in free production session the participants were asked to make

dialogs based on the given situations and act them out in front of the class. After

finishing and performing the tasks, the tutor gave some feedback related to the

participants’ work. The following is the description of the teaching learning

process:
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Meeting 2
Day, date : Tuesday, May 11, 2010
Material : Starting the class, waiting to start, putting things away, giving
instruction inside and outside the class
Observer : Malikhatun Nisa’

The tutor opened the training by greeting the participants and asking them to
say a prayer. Then, she reviewed the previous lesson for some minutes. Before
going to the material to be discussed, the tutor introduced all of the working teams
to the participants since one of the participants asked the tutor to do so. Next, she
asked two of the tutors to become models for the simulation on how to give
instructions inside and outside the class. After that, the tutor explained the materials
on how to give instructions inside and outside the class. She gave some examples
and wrote them on the whiteboard. In explaining the materials, the tutor was helped
by the co-tutor to make the explanation clearer. Before moving to the practice
session, the tutor asked the participants whether they had questions on the materials
they had just learned. In practice session, the tutor asked the participants to sit in
groups of four and practice the dialogs out. Then, she invited some of the groups to
practice the dialog in front of the class. After that, she gave some feedback on the
participants’ pronunciation. In free production session, the tutor asked the
participants to make dialogs based on the given situations and act them out in front
of the class. In making the dialogs, the participants were helped by the other tutors.
Then, the tutor gave the other tasks to the participants. After finishing and
performing the tasks, the tutor gave some feedback related to the participants’ work.
Finally, the tutor ended the lesson by saying prayer and good bye.

In the third meeting that was held on May 12, 2010 the participants learnt

how to check attendance and how to respond to late comers. In this meeting, the

participants were provided with a handout, so they could refer to it whenever

they wanted. The following is the description of the teaching learning process

taken from the researcher’s and the collaborators’ field note:

Meeting 3
Day, date : Wednesday, May 12, 2010
Material : Checking attendance, responding to late comers
Observer : Triana Nur Afifah

The tutor started the lesson by asking some leading questions. Then, she
stated the topic that was going to be discussed. Then, she asked the participants to
read the handout and do the exercises. First, she modeled on how to read the
sentences and the participants repeated after her. Next, she discussed the dialogs
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with the participants. For practice section, the tutor asked the participants to act out
the dialogs in front of the class and asked them to read the dialogs in pairs. For free-
production section, the tutor asked the participants to provide the right expressions
for the given situations and asked them to act the work out in front of the class. She
then, gave some feedback on their performance. In the end of the teaching learning
process, the tutor asked whether the participants had some questions related to the
materials they had just discussed. Finally, she closed the lesson by saying prayer
and good bye.

Next, in the fourth meeting that was held on May 18, 2010 the tutor started

the lesson by greeting and leading a prayer. After that she reviewed the previous

material before coming to the new material. On that day the tutor taught the

participants both about classroom English and functions in English. For

classroom English, the tutor taught the participants on how to group the students.

For the English functions, she taught them on how to ask for permission and

how to say thanks. In this meeting the tutor used drill as one of her techniques in

delivering the material. She also used flashcards containing some situations that

the participants should perform as her media. The following is the description of

the teaching learning process taken from the researcher’s and the collaborators’

field note:

Meeting 4
Day, date : Tuesday, May 18, 2010
Material : Grouping students, asking for permission and thanking
Observer : Ida Megawati

The tutor started the classroom activity at 14:00, she was Ika Sulis
Setianingsih. Before entering the topic of the material, she started the lesson by
greeting and leading a prayer. Then, she invited the participants to memorize what
they have learned in previous meeting. After that, she elicited them by giving
questions. Then, she explained some expressions on grouping students. Next, she
invited the participants to repeat after the tutor. Then, she explained some
expressions on grouping students.

On the next session, she drilled the participants. Then, the first participant
(P1) found out another expression (join your friend). Then, she responded to the
first participant’s words and wrote down ‘joined your friend/s behind you/on your
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back on the whiteboard. Next, she invited the first participant to practice task 1 in
front of the class. Then, she also invited the second participant to practice task 1 in
front of the class. When participant 2 asked some questions she answered the
questions well. Next, she asked the other trainers’ opinion.

Then, she delivered another expression. Next, she explained task 2 in
Indonesian. After that, she invited the participants to practice task 2. After that, she
went on another expression (how to give instructions to the students when it comes
to discussion session). Next, she invited all participants to practice the expression.

Next, she taught the participants on how to differentiate ‘answer’ and
‘question’ in British and American English. Then, she asked the participants to
pronounce them well and do task 3.

After that, she went on to another expression (stopping the students’ work
or instructing them to be quiet). Then, she asked the participants to practice the
expressions. Next, she went on task 4 and invited the participants to practice again.
After that, she went on task 5, she provided 4 situations and asked the participants
to choose one of them and act it out. Then, she invited them to practice it.

On the next session, the tutor went on the language service, they are
asking for permission and thanking. After that, she analyzed the dialogue and
invited the participants to repeat after her. After that she continued on dialogue 2,
then asked the participants to repeat after her. Then, she analyzed the dialog and
translated it in Indonesian. After that she asked the participants to do task 2.

Next, she divided the participants into 2 groups, Group 1 got situation 1,
group 2 got situation 2. Each group had to make dialog based on the situation
given. In this activity, she guided the participants on how to make the dialogs based
on the situations given. Next, she invited all of them to act their dialogs out.

Finally, she reviewed the day’s materials by asking some questions. The
last, she closed the training by leading a prayer and saying good bye.

In the fifth meeting the tutor used the time for reviewing the previous

materials. Here she reviewed the materials from the first meeting to the fourth

meeting. It was done in order that the participants could remember the materials

they have learnt (as most of the participants were not young anymore) and it

could deepen their understanding about the materials. It was also done since

there were some participants who did not come in the previous meetings, so they

would not miss the lesson. As they were absent in the previous meetings, the

tutor gave them handouts of the previous meetings so they could learn them
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more by themselves. The following is the description of the teaching learning

process:

Meeting 5
Day, date : Wednesday, May 19, 2010
Material : Reviewing previous material
Observer : Sukma Oktavina

First of all, the tutor opened the class by leading the prayer. Then, she
asked the participants about the previous materials. She continued explaining at a
glance about greeting, introducing oneself and introducing someone to others,
checking the attendance and responding to late comers. Other tutors gave the
handouts of previous materials to some participants who had not got them. After
that, she gave some situations to the participants. Before participants practiced in
making the conversation, she helped them in understanding the situation. Then, she
continued to ask the participants to practice of using the expressions of thanking and
grouping. She asked some participants to practice in front of the class. Next, the
tutor and co-tutor reviewed other materials. Then, they gave the situations to the
participants and asked them to practice them. Some of the participants still had
difficulties in pronouncing some words. So, the tutors gave some drilling about
certain difficult words. Finally, the tutor ended the lesson.

Next, in the sixth meeting the participants learnt how to signal that it is

and it is not time to stop, how to give homework and how to leave the room. As

the previous meetings, in this meeting the participants were asked to do a lot of

practices on the material being taught. The following is the description of the

teaching learning process:

Meeting 6
Day, date : Wednesday, May 26, 2010
Materials : Signaling that it is not time to stop, signaling it is time to stop, giving

homework and leaving the room.
Observer : Dian Titi Rahajeng

The training was started at 14.05. The materials were about how to signal that
it is not time to stop, signal that it is time to stop, giving homework and leaving the
room. It dealt with the classroom English. The training was lead by Armi Setyasih as
the tutor and Triana Nur Afifah as the co-tutor.

The tutor started delivering the material at 14.10 by elaborating how to signal
that it is not time to stop through dialog. The tutor read the dialog and asked the
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participants to repeat after her. After that, the tutor asked the participants to work in
pairs and make a dialog based on the situation given. Then, the participants acted the
dialog out in front of the class. At 15.00 the tutor and participants discussed dialog 2.
The tutor explained some expressions used to signal that it is time to stop, giving
homework and leaving the room. After that, the tutor asked the participants to make a
dialog based on the situation given. After they had finished making the dialog, the
participants were asked to act the dialog out in front of the class. At 15. 30 the tutor
closed the lesson by concluding the materials and led a prayer.

In the next meeting, the course focused on English functions. On that day,

the English functions taught were showing apology, showing sympathy,

agreeing and disagreeing. In the next meeting the participants learnt how to

describe the school’s programs in English. Actually, on that day the material was

how to describe people in English. But, as the real tutor was late because of the

schedule misunderstanding, the other tutor replaced her and switched the

material on how to describe the school’s programs.

In this meeting, the tutor explained how to describe the extracurricular

programs of the school, such as scouting, basket ball and drum band in English.

In the production session, the participants had to make a description of the

school’s program in English and act it out in front of the class. The following is

the description of the teaching learning process occurred on that day:

Meeting 8
Day, date : Tuesday, June 8, 2010
Material : Describing school’s extracurricular activities
Observer : Sukma Oktavina

This meeting was actually about describing people that would be delivered by
Nita. The meeting had to be started at 12. 30 but she didn’t appear. Then, Triana
prepared her material to replace the real tutor for teaching on that day. It took half
an hour to prepare everything so the meeting started at 13.00. Triana opened the
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meeting by asking the participants some questions about the school’s extracurricular
activities existed in SMK N 1 Pedan. Then, she continued it by explaining some
aspects in describing the school’s extracurricular activities. Next, she gave a model
of conversation about asking for and giving description of the school’s
extracurricular activities. She asked the participants to read aloud the conversation
and translate it. To check their comprehension, she gave them some questions to be
answered. All the participants could answer them easily. After that, she asked the
participants to rearrange some jumbled sentences into a good dialog and practice the
dialog. Finally, she asked the students to make dialog based on the situation given.
The other tutors helped the participants in understanding the situation. After
finishing making the dialog, they performed the dialog in front of the class with
their partner. As the participants still had difficulties in pronouncing some words,
the tutor drilled them with the correct pronunciation of the words. Then, the tutor
ended the lesson by leading the participants to say a prayer.

In the ninth meeting the participants learnt how to describe people in

English. Here the tutor explained that in describing people one could describe

their appearances (the physical appearances) and their personality. In the

production session the participants were asked to describe people based on the

given situations.

Then, in the tenth meeting or the last meeting, all of the participants were

asked to do oral practices on the materials they have learnt during the course.

Here they were asked to do role play based on the situation they got. They were

given 17 minutes to make the dialogs and to prepare their performance. Some of

them worked in pairs because the situation they got required them to work in

pairs while the other worked individually as the situations they got were

individual task, such as grouping the students, checking attendance, giving

homework, and etc. Their performances were assessed by three criteria: fluency,

accuracy and clarity. At the end of the meeting, the participants were
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interviewed about their opinion towards the English course held by the

researcher and the collaborators. After that, the trainers ended the meeting and

declared that the course was closed.

3. Reflecting the Action

In this action the researcher conducted an English course for the non-

English teachers of SMK N 1 Pedan. In conducting the course, the researcher

collaborated with seven students of TEFL Program Development subject. By

having such collaboration, the researcher could get some benefits, such as:

1. She could handle and manage the course better because she had friends for

sharing opinions, ideas and of course, sharing jobs in the course.

2. The course became well-monitored because in each meeting the course was

monitored and observed by different people.

3. The data gathered during the course were analyzed from different

perspectives. Therefore, the researcher could avoid subjectivity in the

research.

4. The participants of the course felt easier to understand the material and

accomplish the tasks since there were many tutors ready for helping them

whenever they had difficulties in understanding the material or doing the

tasks.
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Next, the researcher and collaborators decision for focusing the course more

on classroom English and functions in English was in accordance with the

participants’ need because it could help them for participating in the English

Day more actively and confidently. In the other words, the English course for the

non-English teachers of SMK N 1 Pedan was a basic preparation for the teachers

to be able to run the English Day program and to be able to participate in it.

Next, the learning activities of the course that required the participants to

speak up and to do a lot of practices were in accordance with the participants’

need. Before they joined the course, they almost never had opportunities for

practicing their English, but when they joined the course, they could practice

their English since they were provided with a lot of opportunities for practicing

and developing their English (especially their English speaking ability).

Next, by asking the participants to do a lot of practices also increased the

participants’ confidence in speaking using English because they often had to

practice and perform dialogs in front of their friends. Although at first they felt

nervous and afraid of speaking English before public, they soon became

accustomed to it since they did many oral practices either individually or in pairs

(and sometimes also in groups) during the implementation of the course. Next,

by providing the participants with handouts of the course enabled them to

relearn the materials they have just got in their home.
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Some teachers were practicing a dialog in front of the class

However, there were also some obstacles in running the course. The course

did not always run as smoothly as the tutors and the participants expected. In the

first meeting of the course, some tutor were late because they departed from

Yogyakarta while the location of the course was in Klaten so it took them quite a

long time to arrive at the location. Besides, one of the tutors had small accident

in the way to the school. However, the first meeting could still run quite

smoothly because there were the others tutors that had been ready in the

location.

Next, the schedule of the course often had to be changed because the

teachers had another agenda to attend at the already set schedule. The next

obstacle and the biggest obstacle was the inability of the teachers to always

attend the course. Therefore, in every meeting of the course there were always

new comers who were absent in the previous meetings and there were also some

teachers who were absent in today’s meeting while in the previous meeting they

were present. This situation forced the tutors to explain the previous materials to
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the participants. To solve this problem, the tutors reviewed the previous

materials before they continued to the new material. Besides, the tutors also used

the fifth meeting special for reviewing the materials that the participants have

learnt in the previous meetings.

4. Findings and Discussions of Action 2

Based on what the researcher and collaborators planned, acted, observed

and reflected in action 2, the researcher came to the following findings and

discussions:

First, providing the participants (the students of the course) with a lot of

pair works and group works was effective in promoting cooperative learning in

the teaching learning processes. It is because as stated by Brown (2001: 47) that

“as students work together in pairs and groups, they share information and come

to each others’ aid. They are a “team” whose players must work together in

order to achieve goals successfully. Then, as the classroom atmosphere was

cooperative, the students’ anxiety could be minimized and their intrinsic

motivation emerged (Oxford in Brown: 2001). Next, the course did not only

promote cooperative learning, but, it also promoted collaborative learning. It was

proven by the existence of collaborations between the participants and the tutors

of the course in understanding the course materials and accomplishing the course

tasks. Those situations were in accordance with what Oxford stated in Brown
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(2001: 47) that in collaborative learning, the learner engages “with more capable

others (teachers, advanced peers, etc), who provide assistance and guidance.”

After that, interactive learning aspects could also be found and observed in

the course. It was because the course provided a lot of opportunities for the

course participants to do pair works and group works. Besides, the course also

prepared the participants to be able to use the target language in the real life

situation. It was proven by the existence of opportunities for the participants to

learn and practice many expressions in the target language that they would need

for their daily communication in the classroom. Those opportunities are two of

the six aspects of interactive learning proposed by Brown (2001).

Next, delivering the materials fully in English was ineffective in building

the teachers understanding of the materials. The tutors often had to translate

what they were saying because some of the teachers could not understand the

materials well if the tutor did not translate it in Indonesian language. This

situation is tolerated by Lewis in Richards and Renandya (2002) by saying

something that can help the participants’ motivation is to allow limited use of the

first language in the class for specific purposes, such as using the first language

for clarifying a difficult point or planning the organizational part of projects.

Then, providing the participants, who were adult learners of English, with

short activities and tasks were effective in maintaining the participants’

concentration and they helped the participants focus on a specific learning
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material (they could focus on one language function). This finding was in

accordance with the theory proposed by Brown (2001: 91), who states that “the

rule of keeping your activities short and sweet applies also to adult-age teaching.

Next, applying functional syllabus and focusing the teaching learning

materials on classroom English and functions in English were effective in

improving the participants’ ability for using English communicatively in the

classroom and those materials suited the participants’ need. Besides, they were

also in accordance with the theory proposed by Brown (2001), who states that

automaticity can be built by making sure that the large proportion of the lesson

is focused on the use of language. In the other words, the participants will gain

more language competence in the long run if the functional purposes of the

target language are the central point.

Next, giving a lot of opportunities for the teachers to practice their English

was effective in building the teachers’ confidence for speaking using English.

This method also met the principle in designing speaking techniques that

teachers (i.e. the researcher and the collaborators) should give students

opportunities to initiate oral communication (Brown: 2001). For the next

finding, the researcher found that providing feedback for the participants’ work

at the end of their performance was effective in improving the participants’

understanding about the materials they learnt. It was, then, strengthened by

Brown’s statement (2001: 275) that “in most EFL situations, students are totally

dependent on the teacher for useful linguistic feedback.”
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Next, the activities done during the course were enjoyable and interesting.

The teachers could enjoy them and participated in them actively. By providing

such interesting, enjoyable and fun activities, the researcher and the

collaborators were successful in avoiding the situation of too formal classroom

environment because one of the factors that could promote the learners’

language anxiety was the existence of too formal classroom environment

(Tanveer: 2007).

Next, by collaborating with other researchers helped the researcher

manage and organize the course well. It was because by collaborating and

sharing jobs with others helped each of the researcher (and in this case the

tutors/teachers of the course) to play various roles in the teaching learning

process of the course. This condition, then, helped the researchers implement the

theory proposed by Harmer (2001: 57) that “within the classroom our role may

change from one activity to another or from one stage of an activity to another.

If we are fluent at making these changes our effectiveness as teachers is greatly

enhanced.” Therefore, each researcher could play different roles in every

meeting of the course and the course became well monitored and organized.

Finally, conducting an English course for the non-English teachers of

SMK N 1 Pedan was effective in supporting the teachers with knowledge and

skill in speaking using English. It was in accordance with what Vivian and

Natalie (2008) found in their study that one of the ways to improve the English

learning environment and also the students motivation (in this case the teachers’
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motivation) was to provide fun extracurricular activities that encouraged

students to use English in non academic setting.

To sum up, there were some activities that proven to be successful during

the implementation of the action and there were also some activities that less

successful in it. Those successful and less successful activities were summarized

in the following table:

D. Action 3

1. Planning the Action

After supporting the students and the teachers with knowledge and skill on

how to use English for daily communication in the school, the researcher and the

research members saw that they were ready for rerunning the English Day

program in the school. When the researcher and the research members agreed to

rerun the English Day program, the researcher made some preparations for it.

The following are some preparations made by the researcher for rerunning the

English Day program:

a. Preparing the rule of the English Day Program

The first step that the researcher did for rerunning the English Day

program was designing a new rule for the English Day program. Here, the

researcher saw that designing a new rule for the program was needed
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because the rule of the English day that the school had had was not sufficient

in motivating the students to use English in the English Day program.

Besides, the rule that already existed in the school was not well-implemented

by the school members. It only became a rule without the real

implementation of it.

After the researcher designed the new rule of the English Day, she

consulted it to her first consultant and asked for his approval for

implementing it in the school. Then, after getting some feedback from the

first consultant and revising the rule, the researcher asked for the English

teacher opinion and suggestion towards the new rule she designed. When

the teacher agreed on the new rule, the researcher asked for the students’

suggestion and also asked their approval to oblige the new rule. Fortunately,

all students agreed to implement the new rule. Here is the new rule of the

English Day developed by the researcher:

Rules of English Day Program of SMK N 1 Pedan

1. All students of Accounting Expertise Program year 11 are obliged to use English

in the school environment during the English Day program.

2. Students who do not use English during the English Day program will be given

punishments (see the punishment list).

3. All students are obliged to:

a. monitor the implementation of English Day program either inside or outside

the class.

b. do peer-monitoring by writing some violations done during the English Day

program, such as: writing the name of the students who do not use English in

the English Day program in the provided sheet.
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c. do self-assessment by writing self-improvement on active participation in the

English Day program.

d. remind classmates and or teachers to use English during the English Day

program.

b. Applying punishments for students who did not use English on the

English day.

In order to make the program ran smoothly and to minimize the

existence of rule violation, the researcher and the teacher agreed to apply

punishments system. Here the researcher carefully chose the types of

punishment that she would apply in the English Day program. She chose

some educative punishments that were not too heavy for the students to

accomplish. Then, before the researcher really applied the punishment in the

classroom, she asked the students’ opinion and suggestion whether there were

some punishments that they thought as too heavy that they felt difficult to

accomplish. Fortunately, the students agreed to apply the punishment system

and they did not see it as a burden for them. The following is the list of

punishments developed by the researcher that were applied in the English

Day program:

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c. Designing the monitoring system of the English Day program.

After designing the rule and the punishment system of the English Day program,

the researcher and the English teacher saw that it was important for the program

to have a monitoring system in it. It was important because by having such

monitoring system, the program would be well-monitored. Besides, the

researcher, the teachers and the students themselves could see whether the

program ran smoothly. It was also useful for monitoring the violations occurred

during the implementation of the English Day program. The monitoring forms of

the program were:

1. Peer-monitoring sheet

In the English day program, the students were not only demanded to

participate actively in the program. They were also demanded to monitor the

implementation of the English Day program by monitoring their classmates’

participation in the program. They had to write the violation done by their

classmates in the peer-monitoring sheet given by the researcher. In the peer-

monitoring sheet they had to write the name of their classmates doing the

violation, the violation form (such as using Indonesian or Javanese language

in the English Day), the Javanese or Indonesian sentence spoke by the

classmates, the date of the violation and also the signature of the student

writing the violation.
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By conducting this monitoring system it was hoped that all students

became more motivated to use English during the English day program and

participate more in the program since they were monitored by their friends. It

was also done in order to make sure that the English day program was well

monitored by all of the research members. The following is the example of

the peer-monitoring sheet distributed to the students:

2. Self-assessment sheet

Besides doing the peer-monitoring, the students were also obliged to do

self-assessment by filling in the self-assessment sheet. It was done in order to

make the students felt that they had an obligation to participate in the

program since they had to assess themselves during the implementation of the

program. Next, by conducting the self-assessment system would also train the
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students to be honest and responsible of what they were doing in the English

day program because the result of the self-assessment would be compared

with the result of the peer-monitoring to see whether the students really

obliged the rule of the English Day. The following is the example of the self-

monitoring sheet:

3. English Day Log

English Day log was designed in order that the researcher could obtain

sufficient information about the actual realization of the English Day

program. Here, the students should describe how the English day ran, how
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they participated in it and the problem or difficulty they had during the

English day program. The students filled this log at the end of the English

day. The following is the example of the English Day log used during the

English Day program:

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4. Vote for the English day star

In the end of the research, the students were asked to choose two of their

friends to become the English day stars. It was done in order that the students

became more motivated to participate in the English day program and to use

English during the implementation of the program. Here, the students should

choose two of their friends whom they considered as the most active

participants in the English day program by giving a tally on the provided box

(see Appendices p. 362). Then, in the end of the research, the researcher gave

some presents for the chosen students as an appreciation for their active

participation.

d. Developing Classroom English Modules for the Teachers and Students

In order to enable the teachers and the students to function well in the

English Day program, the researcher developed a simple module for them so

they could refer to it whenever they wanted. Actually, in the previous period

the teachers and the students had been supported with a module but, it did not

help much. After discussing with some teachers, the researcher knew that

they wanted a simple module that contained classroom English and some

functions in English starting from the Indonesian expression to the English

expressions, not the opposite. After getting such suggestion, the researcher

started to develop the module. This module focused on classroom English and

functions in English needed for the daily communication in the school. For

more detail description of the module, see Appendices p. 363 & 373. .

2. Implementing and Observing the Action

After having some preparations for the English Day program of the school,

the researcher asked some of the teachers who taught at the accounting expertise

program and especially those who joined the English course held by the

researcher and the collaborators to help her rerun the English day program in

their class. Fortunately there were four teachers agreed to rerun the English Day

program in their class, they were:

a. Mr. Harsono, S. Pd. as the Mathematics teacher

b. Mrs. Novia Tri Anna, S. Pd. as the Counseling teacher

c. Mrs. Dra. Anastasia A.D. as the art teacher

d. Mrs. Anis Farida, S. Pd. as the accounting teacher (majoring on Mayob

operation)

After the teachers agreed to rerun the English Day program, the researcher

supported them with the English day module so they could prepare themselves

before they come to the class. First, the program was carried out in the

accounting program class IIB. Here, the researcher and the teachers could not

conduct the English Day program in IIB and IIA at the same time because the
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students of the accounting expertise program class IIA were having their field

work outside the school.

For this reason, the teachers and the researcher agreed to start the English

Day program at IIB first. Here, the researcher had an agreement with the English

teacher that they would start the English day program in the English class first. It

was done in order that the students felt more familiar with English in the English

lesson. Moreover, the students and the English teacher often used Indonesian

and Javanese language in the English lesson before the implementation of the

English Day program.

In this first day of the English day, the students tried to use English for

communicating with their friends. They had started to speak using English

several minutes before the teacher came to the class. When the teacher entered

the class, the students spoke more actively and loudly in English. On that day the

teaching learning activity was performing dialogs in front of the class. The

students always kept trying to use English during the teaching learning process.

However, there were several violations happened during the teaching

learning process. There were some students spoke in Indonesian and Javanese

language. Fortunately, the researcher only gave them a warning at the end of the

lesson because it was the first day of the program and that it was their first time

to do the violation so, they only got a warning. The teacher herself spoke almost

fully in English. She only used Indonesian and Javanese language when the
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students could not understand her utterance or when they looked confused. In the

end of the meeting, the students were asked fill the self-assessment sheet and

share their opinion about today’s English day in the provided English day log.

From the results of the English day log, the researcher knew that in the students’

opinion, today’s English day ran smoothly and they tried hard to use English all

the time. They also stated that although they felt nervous and sometimes

confused of what to say, they still could enjoy the program.

In the next meeting, the program was carried out by Mrs. Anastasia in the

art lesson. The following is the description of some of the teaching learning

processes taken from the researcher’s video transcript:

It is shown in the above transcript that both the teacher and the students

tried to use English in the teaching learning process. During the teaching

learning process, English was used by the teacher for giving instruction and

giving feedback to the students’ performance, however, sometimes the teacher

After checking the students’ attendance, the teacher asks the students which

group would perform its drama first. Some students stand up because they want to

perform first. She, then, asks what group are they and they answer that they are from

group two. Then, she asks them to sit down. After that the members of the group

come forward and the teacher asks the other students to keep silent and pay attention

to the drama. Then, the group performs the drama. Not long after that, a student asks

the group to speak louder and the teacher responds to it by saying “speaker, please.

Halo-halo” and the students laugh. .......................................................................

When the group finishes performing the drama, the teacher gives comment comment

and feedback on the performance by saying “good job.” When the students hear it,

they laugh and continue the teacher statement by saying “I like it.” Then, some

students speak to their friends and they keep using English as their means of

communication.
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had to use Bahasa Indonesia to give feedback to her students because she had

not known the English of the words she wanted to say. The students themselves

used English for communicating with their friends and sometimes for replying

the teacher’s statement. They did not use English when they presented their

performance because the theatre they presented was in Indonesian and Javanese

language. However, they kept trying to use English when they prepared the

performance or before they came in front of the class.

Since it was the first day of the English Day program in the non-English

subject, many students felt shy to speak and they often laughed at their teacher

when she spoke in English. There were two students made a violation. They

spoke using Javanese language. Therefore, at the end of the lesson, the

researcher called them and gave a warning for them (because it was the first time

for them to break the rule). She also reminded them not to use Javanese or

Indonesian language again in the next meeting. Next, she reminded the students

to fill the English day log and also the self-assessment sheet. From the logs and

the self-assessment sheet, the researcher knew that the students really enjoyed

today’s English day because they were not nervous anymore and they often

laughed when the teacher tried to use English. They also stated that they

appreciated the teacher’s effort for speaking in English. Since the teacher always

tried to speak in English, the students felt more and more motivated to also

participate in the English day program by speaking in English with the friends
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Next, the English Day was carried out in the laboratory with Mrs. Anis

Farida as the teacher. Here the students learnt mayob operation through English.

The following are some descriptions of the teaching learning process taken from

the video transcript:

From the above transcript, the researcher knows that on that day the

students were less active in speaking because they focused on following the

teacher instruction for operating the Mayob program. However, the English day

program ran more smoothly than before because the teacher used English almost

all the time. The students themselves did not felt any difficulty for following the

teacher’s explanation and instruction although they were spoken in English. As

the students did not speak much, there were no violations occurred on that day.

Then, in the end of the lesson, the researcher reminded the students to fill the

self assessment sheet and the English Day log. Because the students of class IIB

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students. Then, the students
respond to the teacher’s greeting. After that the teacher explains that today they are
going to practice their English during the Mayob teaching learning process. Then,
she explains that they are going to continue their material on the new version of
Mayob. When explaining that they are going to continue the material, the teacher
uses both Indonesian and English languages (bilingual). She, then, asks the
students to open their book on page 8. In the middle of the teaching learning
process, some students come late. The teacher, then, asks one of them why she was
late. The student explains that she has been from the business center. Then, the
teacher asks her again with “what happened in the business center?”. The student
answers that she went to the business center for buying some food.

Before the teacher finishes responding to the late student, the other late
students come. She, then, asks for their reason for coming late and reminds them
not to repeat it again. While the teacher responds to the late comers, the other
students laugh at the late comers. Then, the teacher continues the lesson. She gives
the students several instructions that they should follow in operating the Mayob
program. During the teaching learning process, the students often keep silent
because they concentrate on the teacher’s instruction.
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of the accounting expertise program were going to have their field work or OJT

(On the Job Training), then, the English Day program should end on that day.

However, the students represented by the class structure agreed to run the

program by themselves after they finished their OJT.

As the students of class IIA of the Accounting expertise program had

returned from their field work, the researcher and the teachers continued the

English day program in this class. The researcher started the program by

announcing to the students of IIA that the English day program would be started

and she also announced the rule of the program to the students. When explaining

the rule of the program, the researcher did not forget to ask for the students’

opinion on whether the punishment system developed by the researcher was too

heavy for them or not. After the students agreed to rerun the program and agreed

with the rule of it, the researcher and the students started the program in Mrs.

Anastasia class (the art class). In this first meeting, the program started late

because the teacher came late for about 15 minutes. The following is the

description of the implementation of the English day program ran during the art

lesson:

When the teacher enters the class, one of the students reminds her that

today is English day. The teacher, then, answers “yes and I know” to respond to the

student’s statement. When the teacher responds to the student’s statement in

English, most of the students laugh because they have never heard her using

English before. After that, the teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students and

asks them about their condition. Next, she checks the students’ attendance by

saying “who’s absent today?”. The students answer “no one”. However, there is

one student says ‘nihil’ to explain that all of the students were present. When the
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It could be seen from the above transcript that the art teacher, that is, Mrs.

Anastasia kept trying to speak English during the teaching learning process

although the students often laughed at her. Next, there were some violations

done by the students in this meeting. Therefore, in the end of the lesson, the

researcher warned them not to do the violation again in the next meeting and she

reminded them to write any violation done in the peer-monitoring sheet. Next,

she asked them to fill in the self-assessment sheet and the English day log. From

the result of the log, the researcher knew that the program ran quite smoothly,

the teacher had started to use English not only for opening the class but also for

delivering the material (although the language she used contained many

grammatical mistakes and sometimes she had to use Indonesian language to

make the students understand). As the teacher used English, the students felt

more and more motivated to try to speak in English too. They tried as possible as

they could to use English in the class (though sometimes they forgot to use it).

The following is an example of the students’ English day log describing the

students’ participation in the English day program:

teacher hears it, she directly says that there is no ‘nihil’ in English and all students

laugh at her. After that, the teacher explains to the students that today they are

going to continue their previous meeting on performing theatre and reading poems

in front of the class. Soon after that, the students prepare themselves to perform the

theatre or the poem before the class. When they prepare themselves for the

performance, some of the students speak using Bahasa Indonesia and Javanese

Language to their friends. Therefore, the researcher or in this case the observer

reminds them to use English to speak to their friends.
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In the next meeting, the program was held in the counseling class taught

by Mrs. Novia Tri Anna. On this day the program started very late because of

the heavy rain. The students were trapped in the laboratory (that is located in the

other building of the school) and they could not return to their class because it

rained heavily. After several minutes, the teacher could start the lesson. The

following is the description of the teaching learning process:

The above transcript shows that on that day, the English day could not run

smoothly because the existence of external factor. The rain made the students

unable to participate actively in the program as well as in the teaching learning

process. It made them unable to listen to the teacher’s explanation clearly and it

also made them late. Then, from the English day log the researcher also got the

information that in the students’ opinion, today’s English day did not run as

smoothly as before. Many of them stated that it was due to the rain that the

program could not run smoothly. Besides, the rain also made the students unable

to participate well in the program. They only kept silent because they could not

listen to the teacher’s explanation clearly. Next, as the counseling subject was

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students. Then, she asks the students’
condition and checks their attendance. Fortunately, all students are present today.
After that the teacher moves to the material. However, before coming to the
material, she states that today she will use both Indonesian and English languages.
She explains that the time is not enough for them to continue the lesson, then, she
asks them about their homework. The students ask what homework she means.
Then, the teacher explains that their homework is performing a presentation in
front of the class. She explains the rule of the presentation and she uses bahasa
Indonesia for explaining it. Suddenly, some students come and she asks them why
they are late. On this day, almost all of the students do not pay full attention to the
teacher’s explanation because the rain makes them unable to listen to it clearly. As
the rain makes the students late, the teaching learning process could only run for
less than 45 minutes.
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the last subject of the day and as the students came late, the lesson could only

run for less than 45 minutes.

In the next meeting, the English day program ran in the Math lesson taught

by Mr. Harsono. It was the first time for both the teacher and the students to

conduct a math lesson in English. The following is the description of the

teaching learning process:

From the above transcript it is known that although it was the first time for

the teacher and the student to conduct a math lesson in English, they could still

run the teaching learning process quite smoothly. However, English was not

fully used in the teaching learning process. It is because the teacher had not be

able to fully explain the material in English and the students themselves, would

not understand the lesson if it was fully explained in English. As the result, there

were some violations occurred during the implementation of the English day in

the math lesson. There were some students spoke using Javanese language.

These violations were noticed by their friends and they wrote them in the peer-

monitoring sheet.

The teacher opens the lesson by greeting the students and asking the
students’ condition. After that he checks the students’ attendance by calling each
of the students’ names. He asks them to say yes if he calls their names. After
calling the roll, the teacher asks the students to take out their book and open it on
page 62. Then, he starts explaining the material to the students. In explaining the
mathematical concepts the teacher uses Bahasa Indonesia, whereas in checking the
students’ understanding he tries to use English. The students themselves try to use
English when they communicate with their friends.
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In the end of the teaching learning processes, the researcher called the

students (who did the violation) and asked them to be responsible of what they

have done by receiving the already set punishments. Many of them had done the

violation twice and three times. Therefore, the researcher asked them to

memorize three new words and to work on the read, discover and write

assignment provided by the researcher.

After giving punishments to the students who did the violation, the

researcher reminded all of the students to fill the English day log and the self-

assessment sheet. From the result of the log, the researcher knew that in the

students opinion, today’s English day ran more smoothly than before because

the teacher used English actively so it motivated the students to also use it.

Next, English day program was conducted in the laboratory or in the

Mayob class taught by Mrs. Anis Farida. The following is the description of the

teaching learning process:

On this day, there were some violations occurred in the program. They

were proved by the violation notes taken by the students in the end of the class.

First, the teacher opens the class by greeting the students. She, then, informs the
students that they are going to practice a mayob test that was used for the practical
test of the accounting expertise program grade III. First, she asks the students to
read the company information in their handout. In explaining the accounting
concepts the teacher uses Indonesian language, while English was mostly used for
giving instructions and checking the students’ understanding. The students
themselves are less active in communicating with their friends because they focus
their attention to the teacher’s explanation. ... In the end of the lesson, the teacher
ends the lesson by asking the students to return the handout and say a prayer.

Based on these notes, the researcher called the violent students to come in front

of the class and gave them punishments according to the type of violation they

did and the frequency of it.

Then, in the end of the meeting, the students described the implementation

of today’s English day in the provided log. From the result of the English day

log filled by the students, the researcher get some information that today’s

English day ran well and that the students could follow the instruction given by

the teacher well. Next, the students also stated that they would not understand

the material well if it was delivered fully in English because mayod was a

difficult subject for them. So, they felt happy because the teacher used

Indonesian language when explaining the concept of mayob.

Finally, in the end of the program, the researcher asked the students to

choose two of their classmates whom they considered as the most active

participants of the program. In choosing the best participants, the students were

asked to put a tally on the name of their friends in the provided sheet. After the

researcher got the names of the most active participants, she announced them

and gave a present for them as a form of appreciation for their active

participation in the English day program.

1. Reflecting the Action

After developing the teachers and the students’ English speaking ability

and their confidence for communicating in English through the existence of an
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English course, the researcher and the research members were ready for

rerunning the English day program. In order to support the implementation of

the program, the researcher also developed some supplementary instruments

needed for the program, such as: designing the English day rule, the punishment

system, the monitoring system of the program and the module needed for

program.

The English day rule designed by the researcher was easy to be understood

by the research members, especially by the students of the accounting expertise

program. Before the researcher applied the rule in the English Day program, she

discussed it with the research members to see whether there were some points

that they disagreed or they wanted to change. Fortunately, the research members

agreed with the rule and they were ready for obeying it.

In the rule it was stated that “students who do not use English during the

English Day program will be given punishments.” When first seeing this point

most of the students stated that they were not ready for it because they were

afraid of being punished. But, when the researcher explained the types of the

punishment that would be applied, the students, then, agreed and they did not

feel that the punishments were too hard or burdensome. They even felt that the

punishments were useful for them because they helped them to improve their

English ability. It was strengthened by the following statements coming from the

interview done by the researcher after the implementation of the English day

program:

R: …. Pendapat tentang sanksi-sanksi itu gimana Dek? Berat nggak?
I: Enggak
R: Enggak ya?
I: Enggak, malah melatih itu kan mbak
R: Oo... malah melatih ya OK.

R: Terus pendapatnya tentang hukumannya itu gimana? Berat nggak?

I: Ya enggak itu kan masih bisa ... malah bisa nambah itu kemampuan berbahasa

R: Nggak berat-berat gitu ya?
I: Enggak

Next, the existence of punishments also became a special stimulus for the

students to use English during the English day program and to obey the rule of

it. Therefore, more and more students were motivated to participate in the

English day program. Then, by providing the students and the teachers with a

module containing classroom English and functions in English helped them to

function better in the program and it also improved their knowledge of English.

It was in accordance with the following statements:

R: Terus kemarin kan juga ada buku panduannya itu ya?
I: Iya
R: Panduannya itu membantu nggak?
I: Ya membantu, tapi saya sekarang nggak tak bawa.
R: O gitu
I: He he he
R: Tapi ini ya membantu ya, kan di dalamnya ada bagaimana kalau mau bicara ini

bahasa Inggrisnya apa gitu ya. Jadi membantu ya?
I: Iya
(Appendix: Interview Transcripts p. 261)

R: Kemarin itu kan juga diberikan modul itu ya yang berisi

I: Ya
R: Beberapa kalimat dalam bahasa Inggris itu membantu nggak?
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I: Ya mungkin itu juga membantu kami, jadi kadang juga dibuka-buka buat
nambahi belajarlah bahasa Inggrisnya. Kan bahasa Inggris di sekolah cuma ada
LKS saja.

After that, the researcher also got some advantages from the existence of

self-assessment sheet and peer-monitoring sheet. They helped the researcher to

monitor the implementation of the program and the students’ participation in the

program. They also become the source of information on whether there were

some violations occurred during the program or whether the students really

obeyed the rule of the program. By filling in the self-assessment and peer-

monitoring sheet, the students were trained to be honest and responsible in

reporting their attitude and participation during the implementation of the

program. It was because the data gathered from the self-assessment sheet were

compared with those gathered from the peer-monitoring sheet to see whether the

students were honest in fulfilling their self-assessment sheet or in reporting their

real participation in the program.

Next, by asking the students to always fill the English day log after each

meeting of the program helped the researcher to gather information about the

description of the implementation of the program. It also became a source of

information about the difficulties and or problems that the students had during

the implementation of the program. So, the researcher could provide some

solutions to their problems or difficulties.

Next, the researcher also asked the students to choose two of their

classmates whom they considered as the most active participants in the English
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Day program. They choose them by putting a tally on the students’ name in the

sheet given by the researcher. It was done in order that the students became more

accustomed to appreciate every good deed done by other people and it was also

done for motivating the students to participate actively in the program. In its

implementation, the existence of reward was able to motivate the students to

participate more actively in the program and it made the program more

enjoyable and interesting for them.

The leader of OSIS was giving some presents to the most active participants
of the English day program

Besides the good achievements of the program, there were also some

obstacles or problems occurred during the implementation of the program. The

first problem was the inability of the teacher to fully use English in the teaching

learning process. When they explained the material to the students, they often

used Indonesian language because they did not know how to deliver their subject

matter in English. The school had not had the ability and willing to conduct an

ESP courses and to learn how to deliver their subject matter in English. The

researcher also could not provide the non-English teachers with ESP courses
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because she herself was not an ESP expert and that she could not invite some

ESP experts or practitioners to train the teachers.

Next, not all the teachers of the accounting expertise program were willing

to rerun the English day program of the school. Only some of them agreed and

ready for rerunning the program. Therefore, the program could not run fully in a

certain day of the week. But, it ran only in some subjects of the school.

The next obstacle was the inability of the researcher and the students of the

accounting expertise program for running the English day program outside the

class. When the students were outside the class, they could not practice the

English day program because the students of the other classes (such as computer

and information students, marketing students and office administration students)

did not implement the program. The researcher herself also did not have such

ability to handle the program for the whole classes of the school. For these

reasons, the English day program could only run inside the class or during the

teaching learning processes.

However, most of the accounting expertise students stated that the English

day program ran by the researcher and the research members was more

successful than the one ran by the school committee and the KKN-PPL team

some years ago. They stated that in the English day program ran by the

researcher, the students participated more actively than in the previous English

day program. They also stated that the punishment and monitoring system were
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well-implemented in this English day program. Here is an example of the

students’ statement:

R: Kalau yang English day kemarin waktu di kelas itu berjalan lancar nggak?
I: Iya ada ya sebagian banyak sih banyak yang menggunakan bahasa Inggris

walaupun mungkin mereka menggunakannya itu enggak, enggak grammarnya
itu kurang. Tapi mereka sudah berusaha em... menggunakan bahasa Inggris
sebisa mereka.

R: Kalau Dek Nurul sendiri berpartisipasi nggak?
I: Kalau saya e sedikit tapi ya sebisa saya saja.
R: Ya OK
....................................................................................................................
R: Kalau secara keseluruhan dibandingkan yang dulu pas KKN itu, English day

yang sekarang lebih berjalan atau gimana?
I: Kalau menurut saya lebih berjalan yang ini, kalau yang kemarin itu malah jarang

jarang anu ... teman-teman yang menggunakan bahasa Inggris. Tapi mulai
yang kemarin ini malah sebagian banyak yang menggunakan bahasa Inggris.

2. Findings and Discussions of Action 3

Based on what the researcher and the research members planned, acted,

observed and reflected in action 3, the researcher came to the following findings

and discussions:

First, engaging the students to make a decision on the English Day rule

and let them share their opinion on the punishment list helped develop

democratic atmosphere in the classroom. Those techniques were in accordance

with Schunk’s theory (2010: 313), who states that two of the strategies for

developing democratic leadership principles in the classroom are “question

students and have them share ideas on ways to complete project and encourage

problem solving and decision making by students.” Besides, the above

techniques also resulted in the increase of the students’ motivation for
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participating in the English Day program. This condition was supported by the

theory proposed by Vaughn and Bos (2009: 33), who state that “when properly

developed and stated, carefully selected rules can contribute to a positive

classroom atmosphere. They help students understand what will and will not be

accepted in the classroom. … Seek the class’s input on the rules to increase

students’ commitment to following them.”

Next, the existence of punishments as the consequences of the violation

done by the students was able to motivate the students to minimize the use of

Indonesian and Javanese language during the English day program. In the other

words, more and more students were motivated to use English during the

English day program. Such finding was quite different from some experts’

theories, like Elliot (2000), who says that the use of punishment often results in

negative interactions with students. In this action, the use of punishment did not

result in the negative interaction with the students because the students

themselves thought the punishments given by the researcher were not

burdensome and stressful. They thought the punishments as useful things that

helped them improve their English ability.

After that, the types of the punishment used in the program were not

burdensome for the students and they also helped the students to improve their

knowledge. The types of the punishment were also varied according to the

frequency of the violation done. This variation was in accordance with Kazdin’s
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suggestion in Elliot (2000) that varying the punishment that follows a behavior

can actually enhance the effects of the punishment.

Besides applying punishment, the researcher also used rewards for

motivating the students’ active participation in the English Day program.

Fortunately, the existence of reward given to the most active participants was

able to motivate the students to participate more actively in the program. It was

in accordance with the theory of extrinsic motivation in which learners are often

extrinsically motivated to work or engage on tasks or learning activities because

they believe that participation will result in desirable outcomes such as a reward,

teacher praise, or avoidance of punishment (Schunk: 2010). Next, the existence

of self-assessment sheet and peer-monitoring sheet helped the researcher and the

research members monitor the implementation of the program. In relation to this

point, some researchers have shown that self-monitoring can increase academic

performance (Elliot: 2000).

For the next point, the existence of students’ English day log was effective

in helping the researcher get a complete description of the implementation of the

program and the participation of the students in every meeting of the program. In

relation to this point, Vaughn (2009: 20) states that learning logs allow the

students to reflect on their learning and the processes they have used in learning.

Therefore, the use of English day logs in the English Day program was proven to

enable the students to reflect on their participation in the English day program

and it enabled them to know their progress in it.
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Finally, the teachers and the students of the accounting expertise program

participated more actively in the English day program ran by the researcher than

in the previous English day program. It was because both the teachers and the

students were provided with some preparation before they really jumped down

into the program. Then, the teachers and the students of the accounting expertise

program also found that the English day program ran by the researcher was

enjoyable and interesting.

To sum up, there were some activities that proved to be successful during

the implementation of this action and there were also some activities that less

successful in it. Those successful and less successful activities were summarized

in the following table:

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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS

After presenting the process of the research, the findings of it and the

discussion of the results of the research in the previous chapter, now, the

researcher would like to present the conclusion of the action research she did in

this final chapter. Besides, she would also give some suggestions for the readers

who are interested in this research, for the members of SMK N 1 Pedan and of

course, for other research practitioners interested in the same research topic.

A. Conclusions

The action research done in the accounting expertise program classes of

SMK N 1 Pedan that aimed at improving the students’ motivation for participating

in the English day program of the school was successful in reaching its goal. The

actions which were carried out in three actions were effective in improving the

students’ motivation of the accounting expertise program for participating in the

English day program of the school. Next, those actions were also effective in

establishing the research members’ motivation (including the motivation of the

teachers and the students of the accounting expertise program) for rerunning the

English day program that had stopped for some periods. After conducting the

actions, the research members participated more actively in the English day

program than what they did in the previous period.
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There were three actions implemented in this research. The first action

dealt with supporting or supplying the students of the accounting expertise

program with sufficient knowledge and skill needed for enabling them to use

English for daily communication in the school environment. This action was in

the form of an English course intended for the students of the accounting expertise

program. In this course, the students were given materials on functions in English

and classroom English needed for the daily communication in the school

environment. They were also engaged in some fun and enjoyable activities that

required them to practice their English speaking ability. The result of the first

action showed that providing the students with an English course was effective in

supplying the students with knowledge and skill on functions in English and

classroom English needed to function well in the English day program. This

course was also proven to be helpful in developing the students’ confidence for

using English in their daily communication.

The second action dealt with supporting and supplying the non-English

teachers of the school with sufficient knowledge and skill on classroom English

and functions in English needed to function well in the English day program. This

action was considered important because the students stated that they did not

participate in the program because they found that their teacher did not use it

either. When it was confirmed to the teachers, they stated that they did not

participate well in the program because they did not know how to say what they

wanted to say in English. Therefore, conducting an English course for the non-
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English teachers was an important action to do. Moreover, the result of the action

showed that the course held by the researcher and the collaborators was effective

in supporting the non-English teachers with knowledge and skill of classroom

English and functions in English needed to be able to participate actively in the

program. It was also effective in building the teachers’ confidence for using

English in their daily life in the school.

In the third action, the researcher and the research members decided to

rerun the English day program. Before rerunning the program, the researcher

made some preparation by designing the English day rule, the punishment system,

the monitoring system and developing the module needed for the program. The

rule of the program designed by the researcher was applicable and well-

implemented in the program. It became more effective with the addition of

punishments given to the students who did not obey the rule or who make some

violations during the implementation of the program. The existence of the

punishments was effective in motivating the students to participate in the

program. Next, the types of the punishments applied in the program were not

burdensome and stressful for the students, but, it helped them to improve their

English knowledge. Besides giving punishment to the violent students, the

researcher also provided some rewards for the most active participants. These

rewards were also effective in improving the students’ motivation for participating

in the English day program.
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The monitoring system developed by the researcher was proven to be

effective in monitoring the students’ participation in the program. This monitoring

system was divided into three techniques: peer-monitoring in the form of peer-

monitoring sheet, self-monitoring in the form of self-assessment sheet and the

monitoring done by the researcher. By having such monitoring system, the

students’ were more and more motivated to use English and to participate in the

program because they knew that they were monitored by their classmates, the

researcher and they also had to report what they had done during the English day

program in the self-assessment sheet. Next, the modules developed by the

researcher helped the research members, especially the teachers to better function

in the program. These modules contained some functions in English and

classroom English needed for the daily communication in the school.

There were some changes made as the result of the actions. These changes

include the way of thinking and behaving of the people involved in the study.

Those changes were related to the English teaching learning processes, the

English day program of the school, the monitoring system of the English day

program, the accounting expertise program students’ motivation for participating

in the English day program, the students’ and the teachers’ participation in the

program, and the students’ and the teachers’ confidence in using English for

communication. Those changes are presented as follows:
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1. The Changes to the English Teaching Learning Processes

Before the implementation of the actions, the English teacher often used

Indonesian and even Javanese language for speaking and explaining the material

to the students. The teaching learning activities were very grammar-oriented in

which students did not have sufficient opportunity for developing and practicing

their English speaking ability.

After the implementation of the actions, the teacher seldom used

Indonesian and Javanese language. She mainly used English as the means of

communication in the teaching learning process. She used Indonesian or Javanese

language only when the students looked confused or when they could not

understand the teacher’s explanation. Next, the teacher also gave more

opportunity for the students to practice their English speaking ability by giving

tasks and activities that required the students to practice their English. Therefore,

the teaching learning process became less grammar-oriented than before.

2. The Changes to the English Day Program of the School

Prior to the implementation of the actions, the English day program of the

school did not run smoothly. The members of the school did not participate in the

program. They did not use English on the already scheduled day as it was planned

and hoped. For these reasons, the program stopped running and it only became a

program without the existence of its real implementation.
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Fortunately, with some actions done by the researcher, the collaborators

and the research members, the program that had stopped for some period could

run more smoothly than before. This program also became well-monitored, so, the

teachers and the students of the accounting expertise program participated more

actively in the program. After the implementation of the actions, the teachers and

the students (who did not use English in the previous period) started to use

English in their daily communication in the class and they became more

disciplined in obeying the rule of the English day program. The students were also

more confident for reminding their classmates, even their teachers to use English

during the English day program.

3. The Changes to the Monitoring System of the English Day Program

It has been mentioned before that one of the problems that prevented the

English day program from running smoothly was the absence of clear and strong

monitoring system applied by the school members. This problem made the

members of the school behave as freely as they wanted. The school members who

did not use English in the English day program were kept free without any

warning or punishment given to them. Then, as a result of this problem, the

program stopped running and the school members did not pay attention to it.

Considering that monitoring system was very urgent for the program to

run smoothly, the researcher in one of her actions developed a monitoring system

that was used for monitoring the implementation of the program and the
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participation of the school members in the program. This monitoring system

consisted of self-monitoring (in the form of self-assessment sheet), peer-

monitoring (in the form of peer-monitoring sheet), English day log and the

researcher’s monitoring (such as direct observation and video recording). The

result of the action showed that the monitoring system developed by the

researcher was applicable and well-implemented. It also showed that after having

such monitoring system, the English day program ran more smoothly. Besides, it

also made the research members felt as being monitored, so, they participated

more actively in the program. They became more active and motivated to use

English in the English day program.

4. The Changes to the Accounting Expertise Program Students’ Motivation

for Participating in the English Day Program

Before the implementation of the actions, the students of the accounting

expertise program, that had ever been nominated as an international standard

program, did not participate in the English day program. They did not use English

as the means of communication in the English day program. They spoke using

Indonesian and Javanese language although they were obliged to use English

during the English day program. They stated that they did not participate in the

program because they could not speak in English. They did not know what to say

and how to say what they wanted to say in English. Moreover, their motivation to

participate in the program decreased because their teachers also did not use

English in the English day program.
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Fortunately, after the implementation of the actions, the students of the

accounting expertise program became more motivated to speak in English and

therefore, to participate in the English day program. They felt more confidence to

speak in English as they were equipped with an English course taught by the

researcher. Next, they were also more motivated to participate in the program

because they observed that their teacher also used English in the program. In

addition, their motivation also increased because the existence of punishment and

of the monitoring system that were applied in the program. They were not

reluctant to remind their classmates and even their teacher to speak using English

during the English day program.

However, the students had some difficulties in running the program

outside the class. They found it difficult to run the program outside the class

because not all students of the school classes conducted and reran the program.

Therefore, the students of the accounting expertise program participated more

actively in the program when they were in the teaching learning process or inside

the class.

5. The Changes to the Teachers’ and the Students’ Participation in the

English Day Program

Before the implementation of the actions, the students and the teachers of

the accounting expertise program were not active in participating in the English

day program. They did not use English in the program as it was obliged. This
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situation, then, made the program ran unsmoothly and even it stopped running for

quite a long period.

With the existence of some actions done by the researcher, collaborators

and the research members, this program started to run more smoothly. It was

marked by the active participation shown by either the students or the teachers of

the accounting expertise program. This participation was in the form of their

willingness to use English in their daily communication. They also participated

actively in making sure that the program ran well by doing monitoring towards

the implementation of the program and the research members’ participation in the

program. As the teachers and the students started to participate more actively in

the program, the program could run more smoothly than before.

6. The Students’ and the Teachers’ Confidence in Using English for

Communication

Prior to the implementation of the actions, the students and the teachers

were lack of confidence for speaking in English. They found that they were

incapable of speaking in English. They were afraid of speaking in English because

they were afraid of making mistakes. They often felt confused if they were asked

to speak in English because they did not know what to say and how to say what

they wanted to say in English. This situation was also aggravated by the lack of

opportunities given by the English teacher to the students to practice their English

speaking abilities. As a result of this problem, the students and the teacher were
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reluctant to participate in the English day program and without their participation,

the program stopped running.

After the implementation of the actions, especially the first and the second

action, the students and the teachers became more confident in using English for

communication. They felt more confident because they were supported and

equipped with knowledge and skill on using English for communication. By

having such preparation, the students and the teachers became more ready to run

the program and to participate in the program. Here, they felt more confident to

use English for communication. They also felt confident to remind the other

research members to use English in the English day program. Next, they were

confident to monitor the implementation of the program as well as their

classmates’ participation in the program because they themselves also used

English during the program. For the students, they felt more confident to use

English because they saw their classmates and their teachers also use English for

communication. With such active participation, then, the program could run more

smoothly than before.

B. Suggestions

Based on the result of the study and the above conclusions, the researcher

would like to suggest the following suggestions:
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1. To the English Teachers of the Accounting Expertise Program

For the English teachers of the accounting expertise program it is

suggested that they change their teaching method from the grammar-oriented

method into the more communicative one. It is because in almost every meeting

of the English lesson, the teachers often use and focus the lesson mostly on

mastering English grammar, especially the grammar points that likely to be tested

in the examination. They use almost all of the teaching learning time for

discussing grammar and they forget to develop the students’ communicative

competence. Therefore, the English teachers should be aware of this

misconception and they have to give the right proportion between teaching

language elements (including grammar) and teaching of the language use. They

should begin giving a lot of opportunities for the students to develop their

speaking ability by teaching them how English is used for daily communication

and giving them activities that demand them to use English communicatively. In

the other words, the teaching learning activities should be contextual and

authentic, so, the students could see the correlation and the importance of what

they are learning with what they need in their daily life.

Besides the above way, the teacher could also develop the students’

English speaking ability by conducting English extracurricular activity, such as

speaking club in which the students have more opportunities to practice and

develop their speaking ability. It was because the researcher found that both the

regular English lesson and its extracurricular activity focused their teaching
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learning materials and activities on mastering grammar without enough attention

on the communicative aspects of the language.

Next, it is also suggested for the English teachers that they minimize the

use of Javanese and Indonesian language in the class. It was because the

researcher often observed that the English teachers used a lot of Javanese and

Indonesian language in the teaching learning process. They should be aware of the

negative effects that may come to their students if they are overusing Javanese

and Indonesian language in the classroom. It is because teachers are a language

model for the students. If the teachers are a good speaker of English, it is likely

that the students will follow their track and vice versa.

In relation with the English day program, the researcher observed that the

English teachers were not active in motivating the students and the other teachers

to participate actively in the program. They themselves often feel shy for speaking

in English to the other English teachers. Therefore, the non-English teachers and

the students became more reluctant to start using English in their daily

communication. To solve this problem, the English teachers should begin the

English speaking habit from themselves so that the other school members become

more motivated to start using English communicatively. The English teachers

should also be ready for helping the other school members whenever they have

difficulties for speaking in English.
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2. To the Non-English Teachers of the Accounting Expertise Program

For the non-English teachers of the accounting expertise program it is

suggested that they join a course on ESP so that they could learn how to teach

their subject matter in English. They also need to have routine consultation or

discussion with the English teachers whenever they have problems concerning

with using English in their daily communication in the school. This discussion

also aimed at improving the non-English teachers’ English proficiency.

3. To the School Committee

In relation with the English day program, the school committee should

conduct some preparations before they implement the program. They need to

prepare the students as well as the teacher to be able to function well in the

program. It was the case that the school committee did not conduct any

preparation step (either for the students or the whole teachers) before

implementing the program that finally prevented the program from running

successfully. This preparation can be done in the form of supplying the students

with an additional English course that will help them improve their English

speaking ability and also to improve their confidence for speaking in English.

For the teachers, the school committee can prepare them by providing

them with an ESP course that will help them to function well in the English day

program because they are supported with knowledge and skill on delivering their

subject matters in English. Besides preparing the school members, the school
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committee should also develop the rule of the program. Here, they have to state

clearly what the school members should and should not do, and the consequences

of breaking the rule. Next, the school committee should also develop a good

monitoring system, such as by applying recordings, peer-monitoring and self-

assessment so that the program will be well-monitored. By having such

monitoring system, the school members will be more motivated to participate in

the program and to obey the rule of the program.

4. To the Students of the Accounting Expertise Program

For the students of the accounting expertise program, the researcher

suggests that they give some suggestions for the headmaster and the English

teachers to conduct some extracurricular activities that focus on developing their

English speaking ability. They can make a proposal through the students’

organization that encourages the school committee to conduct some English

extracurricular activities. Next, it is suggested that the students create their own

English activities such as speaking club and debating club by inviting their

classmates who are interested in improving their English ability (as the first step)

for joining the activities.

5. To All of the School Members

For all of the school members, it is suggested that they obey the rule of the

program that they have agreed on. They also have to be ready for receiving some

consequences if they break the rule that they have made. They should be
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cooperative to one another for succeeding the English Day program by doing the

peer-monitoring and self-assessment on the implementation of the program. They

also have to remind one another to participate actively in the program, especially

to use English in the English day.

6. To the Other Researchers

The researcher realizes that there are still many problems that are not yet

solved in this study. Therefore, she would like to invite the other researchers to

come to this school and conduct more studies on the English day program as well

as the English teaching learning process of the school. One of the suggestions that

the researcher would like to suggest is for the research and development

researchers to conduct a study on developing ESP courses for the non-English

teachers of the school so that they can teach their subject matter in English well

and participate more actively and maximally in the English day program.
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03-01-2010

On this day, the researcher went to the school for having an interview with the
vice-headmaster majoring in the school curriculum. In the interview the
researcher asked many things about the English Day program of the school.
The results of the interview, then, were transcribed in the form of interview
transcripts.

04-01-2010

The researcher went to the school for having the second interview with some
of the school’s English teachers. First, she conducted the interview with the
English teacher of the second grade students, Mr. Wagino. After that she also
interviewed the English teacher of the first grade students, Mrs. Irna Nurita.

11-02-2010

The researcher came to the school at 7 o’clock in the morning for conducting
some observation about the English teaching learning processes in the
accounting expertise program classes (IA & IB). These classes were taught by
Mrs. Irna Nurita as their English teacher.

18-02-2010

The researcher came to the school for having some discussion with the
English teachers of the first grade students. In the discussion, the researcher
told the teacher that she would conduct an English course for the students of
classes IA and IB of the accounting expertise program and she asked for the
teacher’s opinion on the plan. Fortunately, the teacher said that she really
agreed with the plan and she suggested that the researcher directly offered the
plan to the students.

26-02-2010

The researcher met the students of class IA of the accounting expertise
program. In the class, she distribute questionnaires asking about the problems
of the English day felt by the students and asking whether they agreed to have
an English course.
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27-02-2010

The researcher met the students of class IB of the accounting expertise
program for distributing the same questionnaire as the one distributed in IA.

13-03-2010

The researcher came to the school at 01.00 p.m. On this day, the researcher
conducted interviews with some students of IB. She conducted the interviews
because she wanted to deepen the students’ answer on the questionnaire she
distributed two weeks ago. Therefore, the result of the interviews would be
used for supporting the results of the questionnaire.

15-03-2010

The researcher came to the school at 02.00 p.m. for conducting interviews
with some students of IA. As what she did two days ago, she conducted the
interviews because she wanted to deepen the students’ answer on the
questionnaire they had some weeks ago. The interviews were done in the
classroom and the results of them would be used for supporting the results of
the questionnaire

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students and she asks whether the
students have prayed. The students answer “yes”. After that the teacher reviews the
last material on capability. The teacher gives an example by asking “Can speak
English well?” then, the students answer “No, I can’t”. The teacher asks why they
can’t speak English well but, the students do not answer the question. They are shy
for making mistakes. The teacher, then, asks the students to discuss in pairs for
finding the reasons of why they can’t speak English well. After several minutes of
discussion, two students give their answer “I difficult to understand English because
English confusing”. The teacher asks again for the other reasons and a student
answers “because we always speaking Indonesian”. The teacher, then, asks “Do you
like English?” and almost all students answer “No, I love Indonesian.” After that the
teacher reminds the students that there will be an English speaking test before UAN
so, they must be able to speak English. The teacher keeps asking for another reason.
She also reminds the students about the class rule of conduct “One who has long hair
must keep her hair tidy.” Then, the teacher says “make one sentence by using
capability” and one of the students contributes her answer. The teacher, then, speaks
using Javanese language to motivate the students. She moves to the other question
“What do you can do very well?” The students answer with varieties of answers, like
“I can washing plate, I can swimming.” The students compete one another for
contributing their answers to the class. The teacher, then, asks the opposite question
“What do you can’t do very well?” The students answer “I cannot speak English, I
cannot cooking.” The teacher gives a task by asking the students to make a short
conversation (at least three sentences) containing capability. She gives 5 minutes for
the students to complete the task. The students do the task in pairs. After several
minutes, the teacher asks whether the students have finished the task and she asks
who wants to perform their work first. The students compete again for performing
their work. After the students perform their work, the teacher checks the students’
understanding by asking several comprehension questions about their friends’
performance. The teacher moves from one side of the class to the other side to check
the students’ work. Then, the teacher asks another question “Do you can study every
night?” and the students answer “I cannot study every night.” Then, the teacher asks
“Do you can watch TV every night?” The students answer “Yes, I can.” After that the
teacher moves to the next material on “preference”. She asks the students “Do you
prefer watching TV to studying?” and the students answer “I prefer watching TV to
studying.” Then, the teacher asks another question using modal auxiliary “What will
you do if you have homework?” After that the teacher moves to the other material.
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This time she and the students discuss their habit at noon. The teacher checks
whether the students have a dictionary and they use it everyday. The students answer
that they use their dictionary only when they have English homework. The teacher
moves to the next material on “could and couldn’t”. While the teacher explains about
this material, she corrects the students’ mistake on putting ‘verb+ing’ after ‘can and
can’t’. The teacher explains the material in the book. She explains about the
difference between ‘be able to and can’. Here she uses drill for explaining the
material. After that she asks the students to do the task provided in the book. Before
she asks the students to do it, she explains the instruction in order to make sure that
every student understands what they should do. Then, the students do the task in
pairs. During the completion of the task, the students discuss the task with their
friends and it makes the class noisy. The teacher monitors the students only by sitting
on her chair without moving around the class for monitoring the students’ work
closely. Before the teacher ends the lesson, she reminds the students that on Monday
there will be a remedial test. Then, she ends the lesson by saying
“Wassalamu’alaikum warahmatullahi wabarakaatuh.”

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students. Then, she asks the
students to submit the remedial test. She, then, starts the lesson by asking the students
to open their book. She asks the students several lead-in questions containing modal
auxiliary ‘can’. At first, the students only keep silent. The teacher asks them to raise
their hand, but, none of them raise their hand. After some time, the students start
contributing the idea. The teacher makes some jokes in Javanese language and the
students laugh at her jokes. When the teacher asks “who can speak English?” many
students answer “yes, sitik-sitik” but the teacher reminds the students to use English.
The teacher gives the next question “why didn’t you speak English in Mathematic
class?” and the students give some reasons. The teacher reminds the students again to
speak using English and also reminds them about the English speaking test. It is
because many students speak using Javanese language. There is one student who
always contributes her idea in the class. After this student starts speaking, the other
students start to participate in the teaching learning process. Then, the teacher asks
some questions using ‘prefer ... to ...’ and she points at some students and asks them
to answer her questions. The teacher moves to the other material on degrees of
comparison. The teacher makes some jokes again using Javanese language. Then, the
teacher keeps giving questions to the students using ‘can and can’t’. She asks the
students’ habit. The teacher moves to the next material on ‘could and couldn’t’. At
first she explains the material and then, she starts asking the students with ‘could and
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couldn’t. When explaining the material, the teacher stands in the middle of the class.
She asks the student whether they have read the book and the students answer “not
yet”. Then the teacher asks them to read their book first. While waiting for the
students, the teacher sits on her chair. She, then, asks “who will read the first
paragraph?” and a student raises her hand. The other students, then, compete with
their friends to read the next paragraphs. The teacher asks whether they have
understood the meaning of the text they have just read, and some students say “yes”.
But the teacher checks their understanding by reading each sentence and asking the
students to translate the sentence. When the teacher asks the students to translate the
sentence, the majority of the students translate it, but some of them only keep silent.
After that, the teacher asks the students to do the task provided in the book and she
explains the instruction to them. Some students do the task in pairs by discussing it
with their partner and some of them prefer to do it individually. In explaining the
task, the teacher uses mixed languages of English, Indonesian and Javanese
language. This time, Javanese language dominates the classroom communication
more (especially for jokes). In completing the task, the students keep silent so, the
classroom’s situation become very quite. The teacher leaves the class twice and
when she leaves it, the students start making noise. But, when the teacher enters the
class, the students keep silent by saying “shuut...”. Next, the teacher and the students
discuss the task. At first, all students answer the question, but after that only a small
number of the students answer the questions. The teacher moves to task 19. She
explains the instruction and discusses the task with the students. Then, she moves to
activity 20. In this activity she asks the students to pronounce English alphabets. At
first, they can pronounce from A to G. But, then, they stop at H because they do not
know how to pronounce it and they discuss it with their friends. Then the teacher
moves to the next question and asks one of the students to answer it. When the
student makes mistakes, her friends laugh at her but, then, she asks her friends not to
laugh at her. When the teacher asks the students to mention 10 things in the class, all
students try to mention the things and the class becomes noisy. Then, the teacher
asks one of the students to mention the things. After that, the teacher moves to the
other material on ‘like ... better than ... and prefer ...to ...’. Next, the teacher asks the
students to read a map. She asks them to tell the location of the places mentioned by
her. She, then, ends the lesson by giving homework on giving direction.

The teacher arrived at the school at 01.30 p.m. She, then, went to

Class IA for conducting the first meeting of the English course. Fortunately,

all students were present at that time and they were ready for starting the

course. In this meeting, the teacher did not go directly to the materials of the
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course. She used the first meeting for motivating the students to attend the
English course by providing them with some fun and interesting activities. In
the beginning of the meeting, the teacher and the students discussed the rule
of conduct of the course. As the result, there were some agreements made.
For examples: the students were allowed to bring snacks and drink in the
classroom as long as they did not disturb the lesson, next, the students and
the teacher also agreed that the course would be conducted every Tuesday
after school. After making some agreements, the teacher motivated the
students to learn English by explaining the importance of English through
some stories on the importance of English usage for daily communication
and career. When listening to the stories, the students often laughed because
the stories contained something funny. After that, the teacher asked the
students about the value that they could get from the stories. Some of them
said that English is really important and needed in this modern era and they
became more aware that they need to study English a lot.

The researcher came to the school at 12.30 p.m. She directly went to the
Accounting Expertise Program Class IB for conducting the first meeting of the
English course program. When the researcher entered the classroom, the students of
the Accounting Expertise Program class IB have been ready to start the course. On
this first meeting, all students were present. In this first meeting the researcher (and in
this case, the teacher of the course) did not directly go to the materials of the course.
She used the first meeting for raising the students’ motivation for participating in the
course held by the researcher. In the beginning of the course, the teacher and the
students discussed the rule of conduct of the course. In the discussion, the teacher and
the students agreed that the course will be conducted every Saturday at 12.30 p.m. or
after school. The teacher also allowed the students to eat and drink during the
teaching learning process as long as those activities did not disturb the teaching
learning process. After discussing and agreeing the course rule of conduct, the teacher
let the students know about the importance of English in this modern era by telling
the students some real stories and experiences on the importance of English for daily
communication and career. When listening to the teacher’ stories, the students often
laughed because the stories are funny and interesting. When the teacher asked the
students about the value of the stories, some students said that they became more
aware of the importance of English for their daily life. After sharing some stories on
the importance of English, the teacher moved to the next activity. To motivate the
students to attend the course, the teacher gave some fun activities to the students. For
the first activity, the teacher asked the students to do tongue twister. This activity is
aimed at improving the students’ English pronunciation. Here, the teacher presented
some tongue twister sentences and gave a model to the students on how to read the
sentences. After modeling time, the teacher asked the students to read the sentences.

The teacher arrived at the school at 12.30 and she directly came to the class.
When she arrived at the class, the students had not been ready for starting the lesson.
Some of them were outside the class (in the mosque and in the school’s canteen).
Therefore, the teacher had to wait for the students and the lesson started late. After all
students entered the class, the teacher started the lesson. First, she greeted them and
asked about their condition. After that she checked the students’ attendance and all of
the students were present. Next, the teacher elicited the students’ background
knowledge by asking them what expression that the teacher used to greet them in the
beginning of the class. All students answered with the same answer “good afternoon”.
Then, the teacher asked whether the students knew the other expressions that they
might use for greeting other people except good afternoon. The students, then, shared
their answer to the class and the class became quite noisy. The teacher asked them to
be quiet and she continued the lesson. She introduced some other expressions of
greeting to them and she gave them models on how to use the expressions in the real
life situation. She asked them whether they could understand her explanation and
whether they had questions for her. For checking the students’ understanding, the
teacher asked the students to practice greeting their friends with the expression they
learnt.

Next, the teacher moved to the next material on how to introduce oneself to
other people. First, she asked them how they usually introduce themselves to others.
Some students said that they usually use “Hello, my name is ...” to introduce
themselves to others. When the teacher asked them what they would say if they have
to introduce themselves to other people in a formal situation, the students could not
answer it. Then, the teacher gave them some explanation on how to introduce
themselves to others in a formal situation by introducing them with some expressions
used for introducing oneself to others either in a formal or informal situation. Besides,
she also gave them a model on how to introduce themselves to others in a telephoning
situation. To make the students more understand, the teacher asked them to do some
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practices. For example, the students were asked to do role plays in front of the class
by pretending to be other people and they had to introduce their new identity,
including their name, job, age, place and date of birth, and their address to their
friends. After they performed their role plays, the teacher gave them some feedback
on their performance. For the next activity, the students were asked to create their
own dialogs containing the material they had just learnt and based on the situations
given. Here, they were also asked to present their dialogs in front of the class. For
motivating the students to participate actively in the teaching learning process, the
teacher provided some rewards for them. The rewards were in the form of snacks and
were given to the students who were brave to participate in the teaching learning
activities. However, to avoid the dominant students from dominating the whole
teaching learning process, the teacher also took advantages from the students’
attendance list for making sure that everyone could participate actively in teaching
learning process. After performing the dialogs, the teacher gave general feedback for
the students’ performance. Then, before the teacher ended the lesson, she reminded
the students to write their comments on today’s meeting and suggestions for the next
meeting on the comment and suggestion sheet. Finally, the teacher ended the lesson
and reminded the students to attend the next meeting.

Class : IA

Location : Second Floor

Subject : English

Teacher : Triana Nur Afifah

Time : 13.30 – 15.00

Material : Asking about time and telling the time

The teacher arrived at the school at 13.20 p.m. She, then, directly went to
class IA in the second floor of the school. When she arrived at the class, there were
only some students in the classroom. She, then, asked one of the students about her
friends and she said that her friends were in the canteen for having lunch and some of
them were in the mosque for having Dhuhur prayer. The teacher decided to wait for
them and while waiting for them, the teacher prepared the materials and the media of
the day. After some minutes, all of the students were ready to start the lesson. Here,
the teacher started the lesson by greeting the students and asking about their
condition. She also started the lesson by asking the students to say a prayer first.
After that, she checked the students’ attendance. Fortunately, all of the students were
present at that time. Then, she came to the material by asking the students with ‘what
time is it?”. All of the students tried to answer the question. Some of them looked
confident with their answer while the other looked doubtful with their answer. As all
of the students answered the question, the class became so noisy and uncontrolled.
The teacher, then, asked some representatives of the class to answer the question.
Fortunately, the students could answer the question correctly. The teacher, then,
explained that today’s material was how to ask about time and how to give
information on it. She continued the lesson by asking whether the students knew the
other expressions that they could use when asking about time. The students answered
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that they didn’t know about it. Then, the teacher introduced the other expressions
used for asking about time completed with how to respond to questions on time and
wrote it on the board. In the practice session, the teacher used a clock as her media.
She asked the students to answer her questions (questions about time) based on the
shown clock. At first the teacher asked them to answer the questions together and
after that she asked some of the students to answer her questions individually. Almost
all of the students could answer the questions correctly. Next, she asked the students
to do some exercises. For the first exercise, she asked the students to work
individually. She asked them to match pictures of time with their correct way for
reading the time. Here, the students could do the exercise easily and quickly. Then,
for the next exercise, the teacher gave the students some pictures of time. In this
exercise she asked the students to write the way for reading the time based on the
given pictures. When accomplishing the exercises the students looked happy because
they could do them easily. For group work session, the teacher asked the students to
make groups of five. When they formed their groups the class became quite noisy
because each of them tried to choose the groups that they want to join with. After the
groups were ready, the teacher explained the instruction. In this activity, the students
had to draw the right pictures of time based on what the teacher said. When the
students finished the work, the teacher asked one representative of each group to
come forward and write their work there. After that, the teacher and the students
checked the work. When checking the work, the class situation became more cheerful
because the students often laughed when their friends made mistakes in drawing the
clock pictures. Then, for the next activity, they had to write the right way of reading
the time based on the shown clock. After the students finished the tasks, the teacher
asked them to exchange their works and correct their friends’ work. To end up the
lesson, the teacher asked the students about what they had learnt from today’s
meeting. She also asked whether they enjoyed it or not. Most of the students stated
that they enjoyed today’s lesson because the classroom situation was cheerful and
friendly. Before the teacher really ended the lesson, she asked the students to fill in
the comment and suggestion sheets with their comment on today’s meeting, their
criticism of the lesson and their suggestion for the next meeting. Finally, the teacher
ended the lesson by leading the students to say a prayer.

Subject : English

Teacher : Triana Nur Afifah

Time : 12.30 – 14.00

Material : Asking for permission, asking for help and showing sympathy

The teacher came to the school at 12.50 p.m. She was late because she had to
copy the materials that were going to use in the teaching learning process. When she
entered the class all students were ready to start the lesson. Then, the teacher started
the lesson. She asked the students to say a prayer and she checked their attendance.
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On that day some students were absent and when it was asked to the other students,
they said that their friends were having ceremony exercise since on Monday IB
students were going to be the committee of the weekly ceremony. After checking the
attendance, the teacher announced that today they were going to learn about asking
for permission, asking for help and showing sympathy. As the materials were quite
many, the teacher provided simple modules for the students. She, then, distributed
the modules to them. The teacher began the material on how to ask for help. She
first, asked them what they usually say when they want other people to help them,
and when there is someone asking for their help. The students tried to answer the
questions with what they knew. Then, the teacher introduced the expressions that
could be used for asking help completed with their responses. She, then, moved to
the next material on asking for and giving permission. In explaining this material, the
teacher gave a situation in which the students had to use expressions for asking &
giving permission. Then, the teacher explained the expressions that can be used for
asking and giving permission. Next, the teacher explained about how to show
sympathy to other people. For practice section, the teacher asked the students to do
the exercises provided in the module. After the students finished doing the exercises,
they and the teacher checked the work. Before ending the lesson, the teacher asked
the students about what they had learnt from the meeting and reminded them to write
their comments and suggestions in the provided sheet. She also reminded them that
next week, they had to perform a simple drama using the expressions they had learnt.
When listening to it, the students looked surprise and they asked about the rule of it.
Then, the teacher told them the rule of the drama.

Subject : English

Teacher : Triana Nur Afifah

Time : 12.30 – 14.00

Material : Review of all the materials

The teacher came to the class earlier on 12.15 because she wanted to prepare
all the things needed for today’s activity (i.e. drama). First, she opened the class and
asked the representatives of the groups to come forward and take lottery for deciding
which group to perform first and next. After that she explained that each of the group
performances would be assessed not only by her, but also by their friends from the
other groups. Each of the groups should send one of their members to become their
representative for assessing the other groups’ performance. The representatives
would be given assessment sheet where they have to assess the clarity, self-
confidence, group harmony and the whole performance of the groups. The
assessment forms were: 1 for very poor, 2 for poor, 3 for fair, 4 for good and 5 for
very good. The teacher herself assessed the group performances based on 6 criteria:
fluency, accuracy, clarity, self-confidence, group harmony and the whole
performance with the same assessment form. When all the things were ready and the
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students had understood the rule, the drama begin. The groups performed their
performance based on the number they got. When each group performed its drama,
the other students often laughed at their friends because their dramas were funny. It
made the class situation became cheerful and interesting where most of the students
enjoyed the activity. However, some of the students also felt nervous when they had
to come forward and perform their drama. They sometimes made mistakes because
they forgot what they had to say.

After all groups performed their drama, the teacher collected the assessment
done by each representative of the groups. Then, she asked the leader of the class to
help her decide the best groups (the best two groups) based on the assessment sheets.
After some minutes, the teacher had had the name of the groups which became the
best groups of the day. Then, she announced them and all students clapped their hand
as an appreciation for the best groups. To appreciate their effort, the teacher also gave
them rewards. Then, in the end of the meeting, the teacher gave general feedback to
the students’ performance and she asked whether the students were ready for
rerunning the English day program. Fortunately, the students said that they were
ready for it. The teacher also did not forget to remind the students to fill the comment
and suggestion sheet.

Material : Saying sorry and leave taking

The teacher entered the class at 01.40 p.m. Then, she said sorry to the
students for coming late to the class. Some students answered “OK, Ma’am, That’s
fine” and many other expressions for responding to the teacher statement. After that
the teacher explained to the students that in this meeting, the students would learn
how to say sorry and how to do leave taking. In this meeting the students did a lot of
practices on how to say sorry for coming late (either to their friends or to their
teachers), how to say sorry when they forgot to bring something and how to do leave
taking in the teaching learning context.
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Meeting 1
Day, date : Tuesday, May 4, 2010
Material : Greeting, introducing oneself, introducing others
Observer : Ika Sulis Setianingsih

The first meeting was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2010 in one of the classrooms
provided for the program at SMK N 1 Pedan. It was started late because the tutor team
from Jogjakarta arrived late for the meeting for a small incident happened to one of the
team members. The meeting was started by two team members from Klaten. The day’s
tutor and co-tutor were Sukma Oktavina and Ida Megawati but for the lateness, Sukma
was replaced by Triana Nur Afifah. Mega and Triana opened the class by giving the
participants some leading examples on the whiteboard, such as greeting strangers and
greeting someone we know.

As late as half an hour, the tutor (Sukma Oktavina) finally came to the
meeting and switched the task with Mega as her co-tutor. She then explained the
expressions of greetings in her material to the participants and soon asked them to
participate in the practice session. In this session she asked some participants to do
several simulations on greeting. Then, some participants asked some questions on
grammar. The co-tutor could explain the answer well to the participants. At the last part
of the meeting, the tutor conducted a game using flash cards. The participants were put
in pairs and practiced the conversation due to the given situation in the cards. At the
end of the meeting, an agreement between the tutors and the participants was made; it
is to change the schedule from Tuesday and Thursday to Tuesday and Wednesday.

04-10-2010

The teacher came to the school for preparing the students for rerunning the
English day program. She used the last meeting of the English course for
teaching some expression of classroom English needed for daily
communication in the school and giving chances to them to ask anything
about English expressions that they would need during the English day
program to her. Fortunately, all students were active on this day. They raised
their hands and asked many things to the teacher. They asked the English of
the Indonesian words or sentences that they often use in their daily life in the
school. The teacher, then, made some lists of English words or sentences
based on the students questions. The students themselves wrote the list on
their book. In the end of the meeting, the teacher asked the students whether
they were ready for rerunning the English Day program and most of them said
“yes, we’re ready”. Then, the teacher ended the lesson by saying a prayer.
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Meeting 2
Day, date : Tuesday, May 11, 2010
Material : Starting the class, waiting to start, putting things away, giving
instruction inside and outside the class
Observer : Malikhatun Nisa’

The tutor opened the training by greeting the patricipants and asking them to say
a prayer. Then, she reviewed the previous lesson for some minutes. Before going to the
material to be discussed, the tutor introduced all of the working teams to the
participants since one of the participants asked the tutor to do so. Next, she asked two
of the tutors to become models for the simulation on how to give instructions inside
and outside the class. After that, the tutor explained the materials on how to give
instructions inside and outside the class. She gave some examples and wrote them on
the whiteboard. In explaining the materials, the tutor was helped by the co-tutor to
make the explanation clearer. Before moving to the practice session, the tutor asked the
participants whether they had questions on the materials they had just learned. In
practice session, the tutor asked the participants to sit in groups of four and practice the
dialogs out. Then, she invited some of the groups to practice the dialog in front of the
class. After that, she gave some feedback on the participants’ pronunciation. In free
production session, the tutor asked the participants to make dialogs based on the given
situations and act them out in front of the class. In making the dialogs, the participants
were helped by the other tutors. Then, the tutor gave the other tasks to the participants.
After finishing and performing the tasks, the tutor gave some feedback related to the
participants’ work. Finally, the tutor ended the lesson by saying prayer and good bye.

Meeting 3
Day, date : Wednesday, May 12, 2010
Material : Checking attendance, responding to late comers
Observer : Triana Nur Afifah

The tutor started the lesson by asking some leading questions. Then, she
stated the topic that was going to be discussed. Then, she asked the participants to read
the handout and do the exercises. First, she modelled on how to read the sentences and
the participants repeated after her. Next, she discussed the dialogs with the participants.
For practice section, the tutor asked the participants to act out the dialogs in front of the
class and asked them to read the dialogs in pairs. For free-production section, the tutor
asked the participants to provide the right expressions for the given situations and
asked them to act the work out in front of the class. She then, gave some feedback on
their performance. In the end of the teaching learning process, the tutor asked whether
the participants had some questions related to the materials they had just discussed.
Finally, she closed the lesson by saying prayer and good bye.
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Meeting 4
Day, date : Tuesday, May 18, 2010
Material : Grouping students, asking for permission and thanking
Observer : Ida Megawati

The tutor started the classroom activity at 14:00, she was Ika Sulis
Setianingsih. Before entering the topic of the material, she started the lesson by
greeting and leading a prayer. Then, she invited the participants to memorize what they
have learned in previous meeting. After that, she elicited them by giving questions.
Then, she explained some expressions on grouping students. Next, she invited the
participants to repeat after the tutor. Then, she explained some expressions on grouping
students.

On the next session, she drilled the participants. Then, the first participant
(P1) found out another expression (join your friend). Then, she responded to the first
participant’s words and wrote down ‘joined your friend/s behind you/on your back on
the whiteboard. Next, she invited the first participant to practice task 1 in front of the
class. Then, she also invited the second participant to practice task 1 in front of the
class. When participant 2 asked some questions she answered the questions well. Next,
she asked the other trainers’ opinion.

Then, she delivered another expression. Next, she explained task 2 in
Indonesian. After that, she invited the participants to practice task 2. After that, she
went on another expression (how to give instructions to the students when it comes to
discussion session). Next, she invited all participants to practice the expression.

Next, she taught the participants on how to differentiate ‘answer’ and
‘question’ in British and American English. Then, she asked the participants to
pronounce them well and do task 3.

After that, she went on to another expression (stopping the students’ work or
instructing them to be quiet). Then, she asked the participants to practice the
expressions. Next, she went on task 4 and invited the participants to practice again.
After that, she went on task 5, she provided 4 situations and asked the participants to
choose one of them and act it out. Then, she invited them to practice it.

On the next session, the tutor went on the language service, they are asking
for permission and thanking. After that, she analyzed the dialogue and invited the
participants to repeat after her. After that she continued on dialogue 2, then asked the
participants to repeat after her. Then, she analyzed the dialog and translated it in
Indonesian. After that she asked the participants to do task 2.

Next, she divided the participants into 2 groups, Group 1 got situation 1,
group 2 got situation 2. Each group had to make dialog based on the situation given. In
this activity, she guided the participants on how to make the dialogs based on the
situations given. Next, she invited all of them to act their dialogs out.

Finally, she reviewed the day’s materials by asking some questions. The last,
she closed the training by leading a prayer and saying good bye.
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Meeting 5
Day, date : Wednesday, May 19, 2010
Material : Reviewing previous material
Observer : Sukma Oktavina

First of all, the tutor opened the class by leading the prayer. Then, she asked
the participants about the previous materials. She continued explaining at a glance
about greeting, introducing oneself and introducing someone to others, checking the
attendance and responding to late comers. Other tutors gave the handouts of previous
materials to some participants who had not got them. After that, she gave some
situations to the participants. Before participants practiced in making the conversation,
she helped them in understanding the situation. Then, she continued to ask the
participants to practice of using the expressions of thanking and grouping. She asked
some participants to practice in front of the class. Next, the tutor and co-tutor reviewed
other materials. Then, they gave the situations to the participants and asked them to
practice them. Some of the participants still had difficulties in pronouncing some
words. So, the tutors gave some drilling about certain difficult words. Finally, the tutor
ended the lesson.

Meeting 6
Day, date : Wednesday, May 26, 2010
Materials : Signaling that it is not time to stop, signaling it is time to stop, giving

homework and leaving the room.
Observer : Dian Titi Rahajeng

The training was started at 14.05. The materials were about how to signal that
it is not time to stop, signal that it is time to stop, giving homework and leaving the
room. It dealt with the classroom English. The training was lead by Armi Setyasih as
the tutor and Triana Nur Afifah as the co-tutor.

The tutor started delivering the material at 14.10 by elaborating how to signal
that it is not time to stop through dialog. The tutor read the dialog and asked the
participants to repeat after her. After that, the tutor asked the participants to work in
pairs and make a dialog based on the situation given. Then, the participants acted the
dialog out in front of the class. At 15.00 the tutor and participants discussed dialog 2.
The tutor explained some expressions used to signal that it is time to stop, giving
homework and leaving the room. After that, the tutor asked the participants to make a
dialog based on the situation given. After they had finished making the dialog, the
participants were asked to act the dialog out in front of the class. At 15. 30 the tutor
closed the lesson by concluding the materials and led a prayer.
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Meeting 7
Day, date : Tuesday, June 1, 2010
Material : Showing apology, showing sympathy, agreeing and disagreeing
Observer : Armi

The tutor opens the meeting by leading a prayer. Then, she starts delivering

her material on Showing Apology. After explaining her materials, the trainees have to

work in pairs and make a dialog based on the situation given. At 14:35 the tutor and

her co-tutor invite the trainees to practice the dialog they made loudly. Co-tutor help

the tutor deliver a material of Showing Sympathy. After delivering the materials the

trainees have to make a dialog in pairs again and act it out. The tutor continues on

delivering the material on Agreeing and Disagreeing by following these procedures:

- Explaining the materials
- Practicing dialog
- Asking the trainees to make dialog and act it out

The meeting is closed by the tutor at 15:45.

Meeting 8
Day, date : Tuesday, June 8, 2010
Material : Describing school’s extracurricular activities
Observer : Sukma Oktavina

This meeting was actually about describing people that would be delivered by
Nita. The meeting had to be started at 12. 30 but she didn’t appear. Then, Triana
prepared her material to replace the real tutor for teaching on that day. It took half an
hour to prepare everything so the meeting started at 13.00. Triana opened the meeting
by asking the participants some questions about the school’s extracurricular activities
existed in SMK N 1 Pedan. Then, she continued it by explaining some aspects in
describing the school’s extracurricular activities. Next, she gave a model of
conversation about asking for and giving description of the school’s extracurricular
activities. She asked the participants to read aloud the conversation and translate it. To
check their comprehension, she gave them some questions to be answered. All the
participants could answer them easily. After that, she asked the participants to
rearrange some jumbled sentences into a good dialog and practice the dialog. Finally,
she asked the students to make dialog based on the situation given. The other tutors
helped the participants in understanding the situation. After finishing making the
dialog, they performed the dialog in front of the class with their partner. As the
participants still had difficulties in pronouncing some words, the tutor drilled them with
the correct pronunciation of the words. Then, the tutor ended the lesson by leading the
participants to say a prayer.
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Meeting 9
Day, date : Wednesday, 9, 2010
Material : Describing people
Observer : Ida Megawati

The training was started at 12:15. The material was about describing people.
The participants in this training were 10 people. There were a tutor and co-tutor. Nita
Puspitaningrum was the tutor and Triana Nur Afifah was the co-tutor. In the beginning
of the training, the tutor waited for the participants’ readiness. After the participants
had been ready, the tutor opened the lesson by greeting them then inviting them to say
a prayer. The tutor began to explain what the participants had to learn i.e. describing
people. She distributed the handouts for them. Then, she began to explain describing
appearances. She gave an example how to pronounce the word ‘appearances’. They
repeated after her in pronouncing that word. After that, she explained the first dialogue.
After explaining it, she wrote some sentences on the whiteboard about the use of word
’like’ based on context then explained those sentences. She continued the lesson by
explaining the second dialogue. Then, she explained the expressions of asking about
appearances and describing people.

The tutor did not only explain the materials but also she asked the
participants whether they had some questions or not. One of the participants asked to
the tutor what ‘gemuk’ in English is. She answered the participant’s questions by
saying ‘gemuk’ in English is overweight not fat. Then, she added some information
about some appearances such as moustache, beard, bald, dark skin, etc. The co-tutor
helped her in writing the word ‘bald’ on the whiteboard. As guided practice, the tutor
invited the participants to do Task 1 i.e. asking a dialogue then acting it out in front of
the classroom. After they had finished doing Task 1, they were invited to perform their
dialogues in pairs in front of the classroom. Next, she asked the participants’
difficulties. Nobody had any difficulties. So, she could move on Task 3. She invited
them to do Task 3. She also invited them to act their dialogues out in front of the
classroom.

Next, the tutor explained the expressions of describing personalities and
asking for describing personalities. She invited the participants to do Task 4 as
production session then perform their dialogues in pairs in front of the classroom.
Then, she gave an example in pronouncing the word ‘veil’. The participants repeated
after her in pronouncing it. She also drilled them some words. After asking the
participants’ difficulties, she ended the lesson by saying a prayer and goodbye.

There were some problems when the tutor was giving training. In production
session, it was difficult for the participants to describe people. The tutor, the co-tutor,
and the others helped to make them understand. Some participants were chatting when
the other participants were performing their dialogues. The tutor asked them to be quiet
and paid attention to the performer. Many incorrect spellings were in handout. The
tutor corrected the spellings orally. One of the participants asked what ‘cuek’ in
English is but the tutor and the co tutor did not know ‘cuek’ in English. The tutor
would find it in the dictionary. There was one Task in the handout that had not been
done by the participants because of the similarity of the other Task.

I: Oh... lha ya. Yang di MKT itu semester 7 baru dikasih sekarang.
R: O semester 7, o... gitu
I: Lha ya
R: Lha mungkin kalau mau memulai juga belum ini Pak...
I: Ya he’e belum ada gambaran. Saya juga udah ngoyak-ngoyak piye Le kancamu

sing do PPL karo KKN neng SMK wis do nglekasi skripsi, anu to saya oyak-
oyak.

I: Jadi

Two students come forward for performing their drama. While they perform
their drama, the teacher sits on her chair for assessing the students’ performance and
the other students listen to the drama. The teacher assesses the students’ performance
based on their performance and the scripts that they have collected before. However,
in the middle of the drama the classroom situation becomes quite noisy. The other
students start to make a noise. Some of them are talking to their friend and some of
them are memorizing the dialogs of their drama. When the performing students have
finished their performance, they come back to their seat. Then, the other students
come forward for performing their drama. After they have finished performing, the
drama, the other students come forward, however, one of the students looked doubt
whether to come forward now or later. She then, comes forward because her partner
convinces her to perform their drama now. Before they perform their drama, they
introduce their name and their student number to the teacher first. Because the class
is noisy, the teacher reminds the students to pay attention to their friends’
performance. She also asks the students to keep silent and not make a noise. Then,
the next group comes forward. This group uses a book as their media for their drama.
Although the teacher has reminded the students not to make a noise, the class
situation is still noisy. It is because some students are not paying attention to the
performing group, they are busy memorizing their dialogs in a quite loud voice.
Besides memorizing dialogs, some students also looked busy with their friends. They
are busy talking to their friends. Although they are talking to their friends, the
students keep using English in their conversation. Then, the next groups come
forward. In the middle of the performance, one of the students raises her hand and
reminds her friends not to make noise by saying “shuut”. However, it does not work
well.

As there is no other group that is willing to come forward and perform its
drama, the teacher stands up from her seat and asks “So, who become the eleventh?”
However, there is no student come forward and the teacher says “You know that I
will never call you to practice your speaking in front of the class, your score is
depend on yourselves not depend on me. So, please do work hard done in your
paper.” The students looked confused with the teacher’s statement and some of them
talk to their friends for commentating the teacher’s statements. Some of them also try
to explain what the teacher means to their friend by writing their explanation on their
book. As there is no student comes forward, the teacher says “Come on, I’ll count
until seven. If no one come to class, in front of the class, it means you will get, you
will not get score.” After the students listen to the teacher’s threat, two of them come
forward for performing their drama. Then, the teacher reminds them that they have to
speak louder when they perform their drama. She also reminds the other students to
really pay attention to the performance. The students, then, answer “Yes” and they
really listen to the performance. After the group has finished its performance, the
teacher stands up and she asks several questions related to the content of the
performance to the students. The students, then, try to answer the questions orally.
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After that, the teacher asks the next group to come forward. When the next
group performs its drama, the other students pay attention to it because they want to
know the content of it so they can answer the teacher’s questions later. After the
group finishes the performance, the teacher asks some comprehension questions to
the students. Sometimes, she asks a certain students to answer her questions and
sometimes she asks the whole students to answer them. Next, she asks the next group
to come forward. When the two students perform the drama, the other students ask
them to speak louder. As they do not respond to their friends’ request to speak
louder, they teacher reminds them to speak louder and she asks them to repeat their
performance. When the teacher asks them to repeat it, the other students laugh and
they say “repeat, repeat again, repeat again”. After they finish performing the drama,
the teacher asks the students some comprehension questions. When she asks the
questions, the students laugh because there is something funny in the teacher’s
questions. Then, she calls the next performers to come forward.

When the next group finishes performing the drama, one of the group
members says “aku mau isoh lali kabeh mau kae.” When the other students listen to
her statement, they laugh because they remember that she has done a violation on the
English Day rule for speaking using Javanese Language. Then, they pay attention to
their teacher because she asks them some comprehension questions on their friends’
performance. Next, the other students come forward for performing their drama.

The teacher opens the lesson by asking the students with “Who’s absent
today?” However, there is a student who misunderstands the teacher’s question and
she tries to correct the teacher by saying “yesterday”. The teacher then, explain that if
she says who’s absent today, it means she asks about today’s students attendance not
yesterday’s. In explaining it, the teacher uses both English and Javanese language.
Then, some students answer “nihil” and the teacher explains that there is no nihil in
English.

She, then, asks what group are they and they answer that they are from
group two. Then, she asks them to sit down. After that the members of the group
come forward and the teacher asks the other students to keep silent and pay attention
to the drama. Then, the group performs the drama. Not long after that, a student asks
the group to speak louder and the teacher responds to it by saying “speaker, please.
Halo-halo” and the students laugh. When, the students perform their drama, they use
Javanese and Indonesian language because the drama is in those languages.
However, the teacher states that the drama should be in English version and the
students deny it by saying “no no no”. The other students looked serious in watching
and listening to the drama. They do not make any noise because they pay their
attention to it. When the group finishes performing the drama, the teacher gives
comment
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comment and feedback on the performance by saying “good job.” When the students
hear it, they laugh and continue the teacher statement by saying “I like it.” Then,
some students speak to their friends and they keep using English as their means of
communication.

Then, the other groups come forward and perform their drama. Here, the
teacher commentates that they have not play their role well in the drama and she
reminds the next groups to pay attention to the role playing. Then, the next group
performs its drama. When the group performs the drama, the other students make
some noise by talking to their friends. Then, the teacher admonishes them for making
such noise by saying “be quiet.” In the middle of the performance, one of the group
members takes out her note and she cheats at it. Then, the teacher asks her “What
happen?” and the students continue the drama. When the next group performs the
drama, the students looked surprise for with one of the students’ costume. They
laugh and the class becomes quite noisy.

After having some drama performances, the teacher asks the students to
move to the next activity, that is poetry reading. The teacher asks them to come
forward one by one and presenting or performing their poem. When a student comes
forward and presents her poem, there are two students from the other class enter the
class for looking for one of class IIB students. Therefore, the student stops reading
the poem for a while. After that, she continues the performance.

When the bell rings, the teacher states that the time is up by saying “Time is
now.” Then, the students correct her by saying “Time is up.” The teacher then replies
them by singing a song about time and all students laugh at her. Then, she leaves the
room.

Teacher : Anis Farida, S. Pd.

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students. Then, the students
respond to the teacher’s greeting. After that the teacher explains that today they are
going to practice their English during the Mayob teaching learning process. Then,
she explains that they are going to continue their material on the new version of
Mayob. When explaining that they are going to continue the material, the teacher
uses both Indonesian and English languages (bilingual). She, then, asks the students
to open their book on page 8. In the middle of the teaching learning process, some
students come late. The teacher, then, asks one of them why she was late. The
student explains that she has been from the business center. Then, the teacher asks
her again with “what happened in the business center?”. The student answers that she
went to the business center for buying some food.

Before the teacher finishes responding to the late student, the other late
students come. She, then, asks for their reason for coming late and reminds them not
to repeat it again. While the teacher responds to the late comers, the other students
laugh at the late comers. Then, the teacher continues the lesson. She gives the
concentrate on the teacher’s instruction.
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students several instructions that they should follow in operating the Mayob program.
During the teaching learning process, the students often keep silent because they
concentrate on the teacher’s instruction. The teacher asks whether the students have
made the account accomplish and the students answer “yes”. When asking this
question, the teacher uses both Indonesian and English language, whereas the
students reply to her question in English. Then, a student asks the teacher about the
serial number and the teacher answers it by explaining that if they use Mayob version
17 they do not need to insert the serial number. Then, the teacher continues the lesson
by giving the next instructions to the students. She reminds them to match their work
with the one in the book or module. Next, she gives more explanation of the material
by giving some case examples to the students.

The teacher moves to the next material on the customer profile and she asks
whether the students have made it. Unfortunately, the students have not made it.
Then, the teacher asks them to make the customer profile first if they have not made
it. Next, she asks them to make the supplier profile. When explaining the steps of
making the supplier profile, she uses Javanese and Indonesian languages a lot as the
steps are quite complicated. Then, she reminds that if half of the students have
finished it, they have to change with the other students so everyone can practice
doing the tasks. In the middle of the teaching learning process, the teacher gets a
guest and she has some words with her. The students themselves keep continuing
their work. Then, the teacher checks the students’ work by coming to them one by
one.

After that the teacher asks the students to move to the next material on
making an inventory list. The students, then, are busy making the list. The teacher
keeps monitoring the students’ work and sometimes she asks whether they have
questions for her. She asks them to feel free for asking questions to her. She checks
whether the students have finished the work by asking “Are you finished?” and the
students say “No”. After that, the teacher invites the students to move to the next
material on opening balance. As what the teacher did before, in this material she also
gives some instructions to the students and they have to do or follow them.

In the end of the teaching learning process, the teacher asks the students to
stop their work and close the program. Then, she reminds them that next week they
will continue their topic on recount transaction and she asks them to study the topic
in their home. Next, the teacher reminds them not to turn on the computers because
they will be used by another class. Finally, she ends the lesson by saying goodbye to
the students.

Teacher : Dra. Anastasia A.D.

When the teacher enters the class, one of the students reminds her that today
is English day. The teacher, then, answers “yes and I know” to respond to the
student’s statement. When the teacher responds to the student’s statement in English,
most of the students laugh because they have never heard her using English before.
After that, the teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students and asks them about
their condition. Next, she checks the students’ attendance by saying “who’s absent
today?”. The students answer “no one”. However, there is one student says ‘nihil’ to
explain that all of the students were present. When the teacher hears it, she directly
says that there is no ‘nihil’ in English and all students laugh at her. After that, the
teacher explains to the students that today they are going to continue their previous
meeting on performing theatre and reading poems in front of the class. Soon after
that, the students prepare themselves to perform the theatre or the poem before the
class. When they prepare themselves for the performance, some of the students speak
using Bahasa Indonesia and Javanese Language to their friends. Therefore, the
researcher or in this case the observer reminds them to use English to speak to their
friends.

Some students stand up and they prepare themselves for performing their
theatre in front of the class. Before they perform their performance, they introduce
themselves to the class. At first they introduce themselves in Bahasa Indonesia. But
soon after that the teacher asks them to introduce themselves in English. When the
teacher asks them to do so, the other students laugh and some of them are surprised
with the teacher’s instruction. Then, the members of the group introduce themselves
to the class in English. After that they begin to perform their theatre. When
performing the theatre the students use Javanese and Indonesian languages because
the theatre is in those languages. When the group performs the theatre, the other
students pay attention to them and some of them are busy preparing their
performance. The other students often laugh because their friends’ performance is
funny. When the group finishes performing its performance, the representative of the
group thanks the audiences by saying “thank you”.

The other students stand up and they get ready for performing their theatre in
front of the class. The preparation itself takes several minutes to accomplish because
the members of the group have to prepare a table and chair in front of the class. When
they are ready, they begin their performance by introducing their names first to the
audiences and then they start the performance. When watching the performance, the
students often give comment to their friends’ performance and they quite often to use
Javanese and Indonesian languages for it. Besides watching the performance, the
students also looked busy preparing their performance and one of them says “I
borrow slayer” to her friend. In the middle of the performance, the teacher reminds
the members of the group to pay attention to their blocking. Then, she asks them to
perform the drama in the middle of the stage. After the group finishes the
performance, the other group comes forward and performs their performance.
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When the students perform the theatre the teacher only sits on her chair and
she assesses the students’ performance from her seat. In the middle of the students’
performance, Mr. Harsono comes to the class and he has some words with Mrs.
Anastasia. Although the teacher has a guest to meet, the students keep performing
the theatre. As the bell rings, the teacher says to the students that the performances
will be continued next week. Finally, she ends the lesson by thanking the students.

The teacher starts the lesson by greeting the students. Then, she asks the
students’ condition and checks their attendance. Fortunately, all students are present
today. After that the teacher moves to the material. However, before coming to the
material, she states that today she will use both Indonesian and English languages.
She explains that the time is not enough for them to continue the lesson, then, she
asks them about their homework. The students ask what homework she means. Then,
the teacher explains that their homework is performing a presentation in front of the
class. She explains the rule of the presentation and she uses bahasa Indonesia for
explaining it. Suddenly, some students come and she asks them why they are late. On
this day, almost all of the students do not pay full attention to the teacher’s
explanation because the rain makes them unable to listen to it clearly. As the rain
makes the students late, the teaching learning process could only run for less than
45 minutes.

The teacher opens the lesson by greeting the students and asking the
students’ condition. After that he checks the students’ attendance by calling each of
the students’ names. He asks them to say yes if he calls their names. After calling the
roll, the teacher asks the students to take out their book and open it on page 62. Then,
he starts explaining the material to the students. In explaining the mathematical
concepts the teacher uses Bahasa Indonesia, whereas in checking the students’
understanding he tries to use English. The students themselves try to use English
when they communicate with their friends. When the teacher explains the material,
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the students listen to him carefully. In explaining the material, the teacher sometimes
writes some points on the board and he also gives some examples to the students.
Some of the students take note of what their teacher explains.

After explaining the material, the teacher and the students do exercise 24.
Here he asks the students to try solving the question. The teacher reads the question
and he helps the students to solve it. He writes the answer on the board and he asks
the students to tell their answer. When the teacher writes on the board, some students
pay attention to him and they help him in answering the questions. However, the
other students do not pay attention to the teacher and they are busy with themselves.
After that the teacher asks whether they have some questions to ask in English.

For the next activity, the teacher asks the students to do the other exercises
by saying “I want you to do exercise 5 and 6.” Then the students do the teacher’s
instruction. While the students do the tasks, the teacher monitors their work by
walking around the class and he helps the students if they have some difficulties in
doing the tasks. When doing the tasks, many students speak using bahasa Indonesia
and Javanese language to their friends. Suddenly, the break bell rings. The teacher
pendings the lesson and lets the students to take a break.

After taking a break, the students and the teacher are ready to continue the
lesson. The teacher starts the lesson by telling the students that they are going to
check the exercise that they have done before the break time. Then, the teacher
writes it on the whiteboard. He asks the students to together answer the exercise.
When he does it, some students really pay attention to him but some of them do not
pay attention to him and they make a noise by talking to their friend or doing another
thing. However, the teacher keeps writing on the board and he only talks to the
students who still pay attention to him in the front line. Next, the teacher explains
another way that the students can use for solving the question. In explaining the
material, the teacher uses bahasa Indonesia more than English. English is used for
checking the students’ understanding and asking whether they have questions for
him.

After giving some explanation, the teacher asks the students to do some
exercises provided in the book. Then, the teacher shows the students which exercises
they should do. Suddenly, an office administrator enters the class and he has some
words with the teacher. After the office administrator leaves the room, a student asks
a question to the teacher. She asks whether the questions must be answered in the
same way as the teacher did. Then, the teacher answers that she can use one of the
ways that he has explained. Next, the teacher lets the students do the exercises and he
himself goes outside the class.

First, the teacher opens the class by greeting the students. She, then, informs
the students that they are going to practice a mayob test that was used for the
practical test of the accounting expertise program grade III. First, she asks the
students to read the company information in their handout. In explaining the
accounting concepts the teacher uses Indonesian language, while English is mostly
used for giving instructions and checking the students’ understanding. The students
themselves are less active in communicating with their friends because they focus
their attention to the teacher’s explanation. After that the teacher asks the students to
read about accounting policy on page 3. Then she explains it to the students. She
checks the students’ understanding by asking whether they have questions to ask.

Next, the teacher asks the students to start practicing the material. The
students, then, are busy with their computer. The teacher asks whether the students
have some difficulties in practicing the material. She also explains some important
things that the students may forget. Then, she guides the students by giving some
instructions in operating the computer. She asks the students to open their book again
on page 5. After that they continue their practice. The teacher monitors their work by
coming to them one by one.

In the middle of the practice, the teacher asks the students to return to the
previous part and stop their work. She asks them to do so because she wants to
explain some important point that she has not explained yet. Then, she gives some
explanation on equity account, retain earning and current year earning. After that the
teacher lets the students to continue their work.

When the students continue their work, the teacher explains another thing to
them. Here, some students looked confused and they ask to one another about the
problem they have. When asking questions to their friends, they use bahasa
Indonesia. Several minutes later, the teacher asks them whether they have finished
their work by saying “Are you finished?” and the students say “yes”.

Next, the teacher invites the students to continue to the next material.
However, before they come to the next material, she asks them whether there are
some students have not finished their work yet. Then, some students raise their hand.
There are 3 pairs who have finished the work yet. The teacher, then, asks the students
to check again the accounts they have made. After that they continue to the next
material and the teacher guides the students again to follow her instructions. Besides
giving instructions, the teacher also explains several important points about the
material to the students.

Next, the teacher and the students move to the next material on setting up
link account. Here the teacher asks the students to really concentrate on the material
they are going to learn. Then, she gives some instructions to them and they follow
her instructions. When all students have finished their work, the teacher ends the
lesson and she tells the students that next week they will continue their material on
making trade code. Then, she asks them to close their monitor, their mayob program
and shut down the computer.
